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Flow of Funds Accounts is an important part of the system of national accounts.
From the aspect of capital flow, it not only illustrates capital resources & uses of all social
institutional sectors, but also shows capital flow and its direction, as well as balances of
surplus & deficiency. Nowadays, it plays a fundamental role in the process of making
monetary policy, fiscal policy, and income-distribution policy.

China’s Flow of Funds Accounts include two parts— physical transactions part and
financial transactions part. The physical transactions part not only reflects situations of
national economy, but also states some basic features of all sectors, such as national
income-distribution, Uses of national income (including investment and consumption),
as well as differences between savings and investments (also called as net financial
investment). This part is compiled by Bureau of National Statistics. The financial
transactions part, which is compiled by People’s Bank of China, records financial
transactions and reflects movements of financial assets and liabilities among various
economic institutional sectors.

So far we have time series data from 1992 to 2010. Some of the statements have
already been published in relevant publications in China. They were highly valued and
welcomed from all sides. Now we gather up all these statements and publish this booklet to
help users fulfill their needs better. The booklet is comprised of the following five chapters.
The first chapter shows Flow of Funds Accounts of China (financial transactions accounts).
Then, chapter two lists figures and tables of China’s Flow of Funds Accounts (financial
transactions accounts). Compilation instructions are outlined in chapter three. Chapter
four provides detailed explanations of major indicators. Chapter five describes the major
revisions in history.

We hope this booklet will provide valuable reference for readers who concern China’s
Flow of Fund. Based on this booklet and from the view of practice, they could deeply
analyze the situations and features of capital flow among sectors in China, and then offer
advices for making prospective macro-policy and promoting economic development.

As a result of the haste, mistakes are unavoidable. We appreciate readers for their
attention and support and welcome valuable comments.
