The new HSK is a standardized test of international Chinese proficiency launched by Hanban
“in 2009, which mainly tests the non-native speakers’ ability to communicate in Chinese in

their life, study and work. There are 6 levels of written test and 3 levels of oral test.

In order to help the test takers get familiar with the mode and questions of the new test,
understand its contents and focuses, as well as master the test taking strategies, we have
compiled this series of test guides based on the opinions of relevant experts and our suffi-

cient study on the sample tests.

There are 6 books in this series, corresponding to the six levels of the new HSK.

Each book includes 10 written tests. Before the simulated tests is the introduction to the test
of the level and the directions for answering the questions of the new mode. The script of the
listening section and answers can be found after the tests. An MP3 disc of the recording of

the listening section is attached to the book.

All the authors and editors of this series are Chinese teachers with rich teaching experience,
as well as researchers of international Chinese proficiency testing. Before publication, all of
the simulated tests had been taken by examinees who have taken the new HSK. The test ma-
terials at all levels ensure a full coverage of the vocabulary and language points required by
the outline of new HSK. The language materials have been carefully selected with thoughtful
deliberation, the complexity of the questions has been carefully controlled, and the amount of
the questions as well as the time to answer the questions have been arranged reasonably. We

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Introduction to the new HSK (Level II)

Test takers
The new HSK (Level II) is designed for learners who have acquired a vocabulary of approxi-
mately 300 Chinese characters. They can use Chinese to communicate in a simple and direct
manner on familiar topics about their daily life, thus having reached a high level of proficiency

in elementary Chinese.

Contents and time of the test
The new HSK (Level II') written test consists of two sections: listening and reading. It is ap-
proximately 55-minute long, including:
1. Listening (35 questions, about 25 minutes)
2. Reading (25 questions, 20 minutes)
It also includes the 5 minutes for test takers to fill in their personal information and the 5

minutes in the end of the test to write the answers on the answer sheet provided.

There are four parts altogether in the listening section of the new HSK (Level II). It is comprised
of 35 questions with 10 questions for each of the first three parts and 5 questions for Part V.

Each question will be heard twice. The questions and the requirements are as follows:

Part I  Listen to the sentences and decide whether the pictures are true or false.

Part II  Listen to the dialogues and choose the right pictures.

Listening
Part III Listen to the short dialogues and choose the right answers.

Part IV Listen to the long dialogues and choose the right answers.

There are four parts altogether in the reading section of the new HSK (Level II). It is com-
prised of 25 questions with 5 questions for each of the first three parts and 10 questions for
Part [V. The questions and the requirements are as follows:

Part I  Choose the corresponding pictures based on the sentences.

Part I Choose the right words or expressions to complete the sentences or dialogues.

Reading
Part III Decide whether the sentences are true or false based on your understanding.

Part IV Match the sentences that are closely related in meaning,.
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Test score
The full score for each of the listening and reading sections in the new HSK (Level II )
is 100. The total score is 200 and the minimum score to pass the test is 120. The test result
has a long-term validity. As a Chinese language proficiency certificate for an international

student to apply for Chinese educational institutions, it is valid in two years (starting from the
date of the test).
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Directions for answering the questions
of the new HSK (Level II)

In the listening and reading sections of the new HSK (Level II), examples are given before the

test questions. Test takers are asked to answer the questions following the examples.

All the words and sentences in the test paper of new HSK (Level II) are marked with pinyin.
Pictures are used in many questions. When test takers answer the questions, they need to get
the main ideas of the pictures and try to find the one relevant to the words and sentences
they hear and see. Directions for answering the questions are provided as follows, taking
Simulated Test 1 as the example:

Listening
In this section, each question will be heard twice. Then you will have around 7~8 seconds to

answer each question in Part | and Part I, and 14~15 seconds for each question in Part III
and Part IV.

Part 1
There are 10 questions altogether in this part. Test takers are asked to decide whether the
pictures given are right or wrong based on the short sentences they hear. For example, in Part
I of the listening section of Simulated Test 1, you hear:

Women jiad you san kou rén.

The picture shows there are three people in the family, so the answer is right and you should
mark with V.
Then you hear:

WO meéitian zud gdnggong giché qu shangbadn.
