Air Quality in Major Chinese Cities

From the table we can see, Lanzhou and Yinchuan ranked the two most polluted
cities in last week monitoring. Their air pollution index reached 500 and 422 points, in-
dicating heavy pollution. Beijing and Inner Mongolia’s Hohhot also medially polluted,
with their air pollution index nearly 300 points. Air quality was excellent in Haikou.
Handzhou and Shenzhen, with their APl below 50 points. Air quality was good in anoth-
er three cities, including Nanchang, Suzhou and Wuhan.

The air pollution index clearly indicates who the heavy industrial cities in Northwest
China are more polluted than those coastal cities that put more emphasis on service
trades. And the air quality in big cities, which have more cars and buses, are worse than
the medium sized cities. Specifically, for Lanzhou, total suspended particles deriving
from dust — wind raising winds, coal burning and construction projects were its major
pollutants. Beijing and Guangzhou were mainly polluted by car — emission — related Ni-
trogen Oxide.

Some measures should be taken in heavily polluted cities to improve their air quali-
ty. For instance, factories should use soot — e — liminating devices, alternate “clean”
sources of energy should be employed, and special device be fixed on the car to reduce its
end gas. Besides, those polluted cities must exercise the Green — work project with more

force and efficiency.
