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In textbooks which I wrote and edited, three parts are included:
lacquerwares, lacquer paintings and lacquer sculpture. I mainly focus
on the creation of lacquer paintings and so do other lacquer painters
of the first generation. I got involved in painting lacquer plates

and screens in the past, but these works were still belongs to easel

paintings. Other kinds of art are experiencing a process from easels
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to material objects, while lacquer art is on the contrary for the reason
that lacquer art appeared as the from of lacquerwares and they were
carlier than lacquer casel paintings. Recently young artists have done
lots of researches and practices on three-dimensional plastic arts,
which does go somewhere. In my opinion. ideas are important. but

ideas cannot live without technics. Only those works which express
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spirits and have lacquer features can be regarded as fine art works.
no matter they are lacquer paintings or material objects. If lacquer
painting art would be rejected out of the door of modern art because
it attaches importance to materials and technics, it will not sacrifice
materials and technics. At least in this field technics and materials are

not appropriate.
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
