C: Well, I'm lucky to have some teachers who have had great influences on me, among
whom I think Mr. Li Ming, who was the physics teacher in my senior high school in

Harbin, had the greatest influence on me.

I'd say he had two very special qualities. First, he took his teaching seriously because he was

always well prepared to give his lessons and made sure we had caught the important points.

In addition, he seemed interested in all the students of the class—the average students as well



as the smart ones, and that gave me a very deep impression.

When 1 think about the influence he had on me, I came up with two things. Most
importantly , he helped me get rid of my weak points. He didn’t just teach a subject, but also
showed us how to keep learning about the subject after class and gain courage to get rid of
the fear. He said that we should always try to keep an enquiring and open mind; physics
isn’t just a subject in the textbook; it is a way of looking at the world and a way of trying to
understand how the world works. The second thing I remembered was that he stimulated us
never to give up when we found things difficult, and this had great influence on me.

a very cheerful grin: “when the going gets tough, the tough get going!”

E. In general, which do you think plays the most important part in the learning process: the

teacher, the textbook, or the students themselves?

C: Ideally, I think the students should play the most important part, because they must be
responsible for their own learning; the teacher and the textbooks are just facilitators of the

learning process.
E: You say “ideally” —are you suggesting this isn’t the case in reality?

C: Well, from my experience, teachers just repeat what the book says, regardless of what
the students need or want to learn and that’s why I said the word “ideally”. I don’t think you

can see many learner-centered classrooms in China today.
E. Can you tell me why you think so?

C. Personally I believe it’s because most teachers haven’t really been trained by the modern
teaching methodology. As a result, they teach in the same way as they were taught at
school—so they rely on the textbooks and focus on teaching their students skills to perform
well on tests. Fortunately, things have been changing and progressing—1I've heard that high
schools in big cities like Beijing and Shanghai are using new textbooks and modern teaching

techniques.
E: Mm, and so how would you increase the rate of changes in Chinese schools?

C: Oh, that’s a big question. I think the Education Department should set up some well-
equipped model schools with well-trained teachers, so that other teachers could come and see
what is possible to achieve in the classroom, and I'd encourage the students themselves to do

self-studies, so that they can study more effectively.
E. Are you suggesting that students are too passive in class?

C: Well, yes, I know my experience in senior high school. At first, I didn’t give much
thought to why I was studying or what I actually needed to learn. 1 just relied on the
teachers, but as I mentioned before, I was lucky, to have Mr. Li and he made me and my

classmates start to pay more attention to how we learn as well as what we learn.
