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ABSTRACT

Since the establishment of Bayi Sports Team under People's Liberation

Army 60 years ago, it has always passed on the red sports spirit, carried forward
the fine tradition of being heroic and brave in battle, made full use of the
unique advantage of ideological and political work, and maintained the martial
style of braving difficulties and achieving victory, taking the playing field as
battlefield. The Bayi team has won numerous rewards for our country and
army, writing a brilliant chapter for Chinese Sports. However, with increasingly
cruel competition in world competitive sports, intense rivalry for high-level
and advanced talents, constant innovation in training theories and methods, and
professionalization of competitive sports, the building-up and development of
Bayi Team has confronted unprecedented new conditions, ne§v problems and
new challenges.

Taking Bayi Sports Team--a special sports team--as the object of study,
this dissertation is going to employ methods such as literature study, interview,
historical research, statistics and so on. Based on a thorough study of historical
and current situation of Bayi Team, this dissertation will find out the problems in
its development process, summarize the experience of success, further clarify the
important position and role of army competitive sports in national development,
and put forward the strategic conceptions of development and operation ways
under new circumstances, so as to provide theoretical and practical evidence for

the comprehensive, healthy and sustainable development of army competitive
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sports. The research results are as follows:

1. Army competitive sports is an important part of army sports and even
national sports. It plays an important role in enhancing the battle capability of
army, increasing the cultural soft power of army, and activating the cultural
life of army. It serves as a driving force for enhancing the national physique,
promoting the development of "fitness for the popular cause”, strengthening the
ties between the army and people, advancing the national soft power.

2. Under new circumstances, the development of army competitive sports
is facing a favorable political and social environment of building a sports power,
and enhancing the cultural development and spiritual development of army.
Meanwhile, it is also confronted with many uncertainties and complex exterior
environment such as an economic environment oriented to professionalization,
marketization and industrialization, and a technical environment with
increasingly fierce competition of competitive sport;.

3. With a relative competition advantage featuring a splendid historical
tradition, fine training and competitive style, a development and management
path of unique army features, our army competitive sports is also confronted
with disadvantages like low degree of professionalization, weak ability of self
development, weak foundation of talent building-up, lack of financial input,
deficiency of team insurance and so on.

4. The current army competitive sports is facing the positive effects of
successfully holding the Beijing Olympic Games, as well as development
opportunities brought by the push of building sports power and the attention
and support given by the Military Commission. It is also confronted with severe

challenges in terms of policy, talent and finance posed by marketization of

competitive sports.
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5. The army competitive sports should put first the ideological and political
building, focus on training and competition, deepen the systematic reform of
army sports, explore the unique development path of army competitive sports
under the circumstances of market economy, and fulfill the tasks in Olympics
Games and National Games, so as to build a first-level sports team with correct
political direction, distinct army features, advanced competitive ability, and
strong guarantee, providing services for strengthening cultural development and

spiritual development in the army.
