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Abstract

This book is divided into four parts, including total report, Research Review,
Special Studies, case studies and other forms, focusing on the evaluation index
system and the health of healthy development of urbanization in our country, path
selection of healthy development of the new-type urbanization, space layout,
industrial upgrading, labor and employment, citizenization of migrant workers, city
and town planning and urban governance, urban community construction and the
equalization of basic public services, urban ecological construction and urban carrying
capacity, urban system and mechanism innovation.

Part | is the total report. Combined with the new stage of economic and social
development and urbanization in China, the basic kernel, feature and requirements
have been studied. We think that the basic kernel is element-urbanization and people-
urbanization, that the basic requirements and feature of new-type urbanization are the
appropriate level, moderate speed, reasonable layout, coordinated development of
the urban and rural, and sustainable development. On the basis of theoretical analysis,
the evaluation index system of the healthy development of new-type urbanization is
set up. Using the statistical data in 2011, the healthy status of urbanization of 35
municipalities directly under the central government, deputy provincial city and the
provincial capital city is evaluated and analyzed, and some important findings are
found that the characteristics of urbanization status are that the overall level is not
high, gap between cities is not obvious, in addition, the characteristic distribution
of the administrative level, area, scale, population density is obvious. The
conclusion is consistent with the healthy status of Chinese urbanization, and it
includes targeted, practical policy implications.

Part [l is Research Review, in which studies on the hot frontier problems of
the new-type urbanization are reviewed, including the important research on
citizenization of migrant workers, reform of the household registration system,

urbanization and rural development, development of the city group, and urban
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planning and social governance in the process of urbanization, and so on.

Part I is Special Studies, where major theoretical and practical issues about
new-type urbanization are focused, including the path of new-type urbanization with
Chinese characteristics, from * four-modernizations synchronization” to “ five-
modernizations coordination” , sharing of citizenization cost of orderly transferring
agricultural population, construction of the basic public service system in the process
of urbanization, building China’s rural land bank from the perspective of
urbanization, the process of ecological civilization into the urbanization, innovation
of investment and finance system of new-type urbanization, and construction of rich,
green, satisfying county with happiness, etc.

Part [V is case studies, in which some typical cases of the new-type urbanization
1s investigated and researched, including promoting the construction of small town in
Changbai Mountain Development Zone, How to creat a legend of rich town by
developing the desert ecological industry in a Millennium ancient frontier town,
“ Wafangdian City model” about construction of the new-type urbanization,
construction and development of a center town under new-type urbanization, How
to take the new rural community construction as the breakthrough point to promote

urbanization, and so on.
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
