Abstract: To celebrate the opening of Lim Boon Keng Villa, the Xiamen University
organized an international conference in December 2012. In light of this event, the author
reflects on Lim’s “return” to Xiamen University/Lim Boon Keng’s villa. Over nearly a
hundred years, Lim has been “in” and “out” of the university and the reasons for this are
complex. Focusing on Lim’s thought and considering the transforming ethos of the era, this
paper discusses how Confucianism influences Lim to head for Xiamen University and assumed
its leadership and how it impacts on the university’s welcome, rejection, amnesia and finally
embracing of Lim. The paper also offers a brief analysis of the multiple levels significance of
Lim’s return to Xiamen University/Lim Boon Keng Villa.
