" Mr. Guo Chundong,graduated with best achievements from Jilin Art Col-
lege in 1965,now is one of known artists,composers and juvenile artist educa-
tors. He had been tenor solo,music theory teacher,director and artistic creator
in Changchun Song and Dance Ensemble and Qiaguoer luos National Song and
Dance Troupe. Besides ,he played many key part of such dramas as " A White
— Haired Woman” (Opera),” Bright Sunny Skies” (stageplay),” The Second
Spring” (stage play),” Win The Son” (Ji opera) ,” Sparkles in The Marshes”
and "Up to The Tiger Mountain” (Peking opera) ,etc. His creative song ”Let
Y outh Shine Forever”was included into "New battlefield songs” (Il ) and was
made into gramophone records,issued in many countries.

In addition, he had been an editor of ” Hope Cradle” (newspaper). Vice
chief editor of ”songs of Changchun” (journal).

Now ,he is director of science and technology office in Changchun Cultural
and Scientific and Technology Research Institute,also Vice chief —editor of ”
Changchun Science and Technology” (journal) ,also member of Cultural Min-
istry Branch of China Administrative Association for Scientific and T echnologi-
cal Achievements,member of Juvenile Art Research Association of Changchun
City and Jilin Province.
