9 of the letter came two days after Lord Irvine caused a 10  of media protest
when he said the 11  of privacy controls contained in European legislation would be left to
judges 12  to Parliament. The Lord Chancellor said introduction of the Human Rights Bill,
which 13  the European Convention on Human Rights legally 14  in Britain, laid down

that everybody was 15  to privacy and that public figures could go to court to protect

themselves and their families. “Press freedoms will be in safe hands 16  our British
judges, ” he said.

Witness payments became an 17  after West was sentenced to 10 life sentences in
1995. Up to 19 witnesses were 18  to have received payments for telling their stories to
newspapers. Concerns were raised 19  witnesses might be encouraged to exaggerate their

stories in court to 20  guilty verdicts.
