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Abstract

Political order, is a main theme of modem politics particularly
in post - developing country. From political practice in post — devel-
oping country, one called “power order” which power make super —
control on the victim of societies’ autonomy, always take the politi-
cal develop into dilemma. “Institutional order” is put forward to
show my concern on the political order of state — building in the pe-
riod of social transition, and forming a “ideal type” whose aim is to
realize the positive inter — action between state and society.

In the course of proving, the institutional order’ s properties
and functions are described and the structural forces and rational
choice in the forming institutional order are discussed. By compara-
tive analysis, the political order of the Guomintang Nationalist Gov-
emment of 1927 — 1937 from its properties and function to its form-
ing structure and political behavior, etc. embodies the character of
“power — order”. Basing on that, the dissertation researches the
structural dilemma and legitimacy crises of power — order, then find
some solutions to resolve them. The dissertation includes five chap-

ters.
Chapter 1 is the introduction. This chapter analyses the origin
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of the choice of theme, sustaining theory, and the methods of re-
search. The theme origins in rethinking on the trade union of Chi-
nese earlier modernization, which was set up by legal in New Ideal
of Qing Dynasty, grown up in the Revolution of 1911, Republic and
Worlords period, but vanished in NanJing Nationalist Government.
The scholars inclined to viewing the “weakness” of bourgeoisie as
the reason of trade union’ s vanish. The dissertation reverses the
version, and regards that it is better to find the reason in the version
of state — building.

Chapter 2 puts forward the basic theory on institutional order.
This chapter explains the concepts of institution and institutional or-
der, shows the aim of institutional order is to make positive inter —
action between state and society, and summarizes the modemization
comments of state institution. Then this chapter analyses and evalu-
ates the state — building of 1927 — 1937 by the institution. Basing
on the different opinions of NanJing Nationalist Government, the
chapter regards the nature of NanJing Nationalist Government as mil-
itary dictator political power.

Chapter 3 and Chapter 4 demonstrate that the institutional or-
der’ s forming is based on the inter - action between state and soci-
ety combined with governor behavior’ s rational choice model,
which applying the research method of “macro — structure with miero
— behavior”. Chapter 3 belongs to structure — analysis, refers that
the character of structure of inter — action between state and society
of China is no — balance by comparing with Westen’ s balance
structure. No - balance structure is easy to fall into power - order.
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Chapter 4 belongs to micro — behavior analysis, find a way to break-
through the no — balance structure’ s obstacle by comparing the
power model with rational choice model in the range of political
thought and behavior. The power — order always faces the problem of
legitimacy specially in social transition coming, though it has some
degree reasonableness and effectiveness in earlier modemization. So
the institutional order , which the political thought and behavior fol-
low the rational choice model, the relationship between state and so-
ciety is partnership by institution , is the target of power order
changing.

Chapter 5 is the conclusion. The title of this chapter is institu-
tional order goes forward to democracy. If the transition of power or-
der in many post — developing country is much difficult and costs a
lot, the institutional order offers a gradual and peaceful way to

democracy .
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
