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Abstract

This book is compiled by Shenzhen Academy of Social Sciences (SZASS), As
the major part of blue book of Shenzhen, Annual Report on the Development of
Shenzhen Economy (2014) covers the performance of economy of Shenzhen in 2013
and its prospect in 2014, as well as some corresponding Countermeasures and
suggestions to deal with difficulties and problems.

The year of 2013 was the first year to comprehensively implement the guidelines
of the Eighteenth National Party Congress, and was the critical year of accelerating
the Change of the Growth Model. Facing the complex and challenging economic
environment at home and abroad, Shenzhen municipal government adopted a series
of regulatory measures to guide markets expectation, the economy was stable and
improved. The economic growth rate of Shenzhen last year was 10. 5% .

In 2013, The following main issues in Shenzhen economy need attention:
industrial investment slumped; the growth rate of total retail sales of consumer goods
was lower than the national level; the growth rate of export dropped from month to
month. The main countermeasures and suggestions proposed includes: the
enhancement of residents’ income, the introduction and development of external
oriented service, broadening financial channels, encouraging the establishment of
Network-Bank and new financial institutions, promoting the integration of Shenzhen
special economic zone.

In 2014, the world economy will tend to be stable, the domestic economy will
operate at the stage that the decline of long-term potential economic growth rate and
short cycle weak recovery intertwined, structural issues will be serious, and the
operation risk will increase. Facing the uncertain economic environment, Shenzhen
will comprehensively implement the decisions made by the central and Guangdong
provincial government, take resolute and effective measures, actively respond to
various negative factors, try hard to release the reform dividend, stimulate the vitality
of the market and social creativity, reduce firms’ operating costs, promote sound and
