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Abstract

Chinese modernaesthetic education is a new type education, a reference to
western aesthetic education, initiated and introduced by the famous generation
such as Wang Guowei, Tsai Yuan-pei and Liang Qichao, and etc. in the early
20" century. Taking the emotional education as the predominance and the art ed-
ucation as research means, it’s a comprehensive study of arts, human develop-
ment and human education. It aimed to cultivate all-round modem “perfect per-
son” at knowledge, emotion and feelings and to achieve the goal of great national
revival by “education for national salvation” and “aesthetic salvation”.

As China’s famous modern artist and art educator, Feng zikai was deeply en-
lighted and affected by the ideology of “education for national salvation” and
“aesthetic education replacing the religion” innovated by the first generation of
Chinese aesthetic educators. And Feng had his own deep understanding and rec-
ognition of aesthetic education, especially the art education. Therefore, he has
taken the development of Chinese modern aesthetic education as his own responsi-
bility and carried out a large number of far-sighted, highly innovative aesthetic
practice on the basis of predecessors’ aesthetic ideas since he left school. These
activities include; set up the first Chinese private arts normal school and LIDA a-
cademy ; Initiated the establishment of “Chinese aesthetics community” and foun-

ded the first “aesthetic” magazine; created a large number of classic favorite
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works for the majority of art lovers in the areas of painting, calligraphy, litera-
ture, music, books; Translated and wrote over one hundred books about arts and
literature ; participated in various social cultural activities to promote the develop-
ment of aesthetic career. Putting the theory into his practice of aesthetic activi-
ties, Feng zikai did not only form the complete theoretical system of aesthetic ed-
ucation but also made great contribution to the development of Chinese contempo-
rary aesthetic education and the construction of aesthetic studies.

All of these widely promote the development of Chi-
nese Modern Meiyu.
