F—1 FEME

A negotiable instrument is an unconditional order in writing, addressed by one person to
another, by means of which funds are transferred from one person to another, signed by the
person giving it requiring the person to whom it is addressed to pay on demand or at a fixed date a
sum certain money to or to the order of a specified person, or to the bearer.

The instruments which transfer in the manner of negotiation usually include bill of exchange,
promissory note and cheque. Such documents are also called negotiable instruments.
