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Abstract

Based on analyzing the process and mechanism of private economic growth,
this work systematically summarizes the role of private economy in Chinese re-
gional economic development. The private economy is conducive to the rational
flow and optimized allocation of economic factors inter-and intra-region, the for-
mation of regional industrial clusters and the upgrading of regional competitive-
ness, and to the shrink of regional development gap. The integrated development
exists between private economy and regional economy under the coupling mecha-
nism which has the positive feedback characteristics. Under the mechanism, like
gears meshing with each other, the systems of private and regional economy can
be united by economic growth viewed on factors configuration and structural opti-
mization viewed on factors mobility, and co-develop promoting by government. It
is important to give full play to government and non-governmental organizations
for promoting the integrated development between private economy and regional
economy in the coupling mechanism. This work takes Zhoushan of Zhejiang prov-
ince for example to empirically explain the coupling mechanism between private
economy and regional economy, and creatively puts forward the concept of Zhous-
han Mode. Finally, this work comments on the enhancement of the coupling abil-
ity of ZhouShan between private economy and regional economy in integrated de-
velopment in Great Bridge Times, and then looks forwards on the new chance for

integrated development brought in by the New Zhoushan Islands District.
