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Preface

Now, China is in a time of cultural development and
flourishing. In the Sixth Plenary Session of 17th CPC Central
Committee , the programmatic instructions for cultural develop-
ment were put forward. This laid a strong ideological and the-
oretical foundation for China’s cultural development, and also
marked its direction. We must grasp firmly this excellent op-
portunity for cultural development and do something to con-
tribute toward the excavation, sorting, rescue, protection,
transmission and development of China’s advanced culture and
ancient civilization.

In China, members
of all ethnic groups respect one another, get along harmoni-
ously, learn from one another, and work together in unity in
order to build a beautiful country.

However, we can see that our nation’s linguistic culture



is constantly facing dangers, under the direct and indirect
influences of the growing role of science and technology in
everyday life, rapid economic and social development, and a
variety of foreign languages and culture. For the language
and culture of minority nationalities with very small popula-
tion, only a few people can speak and understand them.
Most people can’'t speak their ethnic language or have become
less familiar with it. At this critical moment, the government
has asked us to make the efforts to accomplish the flourishing
and development of all different ethnic languages and their
cultures at all costs, and to save and protect our ethnic lan-
guages and cultures. This is the reason why we implemented
this project.

The purpose of this project is to put together 366 sen-
tences used in everyday conversation in 55 ethnic minority
languages by recording them using specific symbolic sys-
tems. We then translate them into Chinese, English, Rus-
sian and Japanese. This is to: (1) allow more people to
participate in the rescue and protection of our nation’s eth-
nic languages and cultures, and to learn and inherit them
(2) rescue and protect our nation’s ethnic languages, oral

materials pertaining to their spoken form and oral historical
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documents, especially the critically endangered ethnic lan-
guages; (3) strengthen as far as possible the international
communication about China’s 55 minority ethnic languages
in their spoken form and knowledge about their dialogues.
We hope that this project can play an active role in the
process of rescuing, protecting, developing and enriching our
nation’s ethnic language and culture. And we hope the pro-
ject will help usher in a new era of shared flourishing of all of

our nation’s ethnic languages and cultures.
