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Abstract

Report on Economic Development in Westem Region of China (2014) ( Western Blue
Book 2014) is a specialized research report published by Social Sciences Academic
Press ( China) , written by experts and scholars working on economic development of
western region for a long time and organized by Research Center of West China’s
Economic Development, Northwest University, one of the key research institutes of
humanities and social sciences among universities of Ministry of Education. The Book
has been recognized as a major landmark of philosophy and social science by Ministry
of Education during “10” Five — Year Plan” and has been published yearly since
2005.

The Western Region has entered a new era in which structural adjustment and
industry transformation constitute an important path of upgrade of economic growth
mode. In this context, the theme of the Report on Economic Development in
Western Region of China (2014 ) focuses on the “Structural Adjustment and
Transformation in Western Region of China” , which investigates the effective path
for structural adjustment and transformation of development, by analyzing vital issues
in economy, society, technology, education, legal construction and ecological
environment in western region.

This report is consisted of seven parts: General Report, Economic Development
Report, Social Development Report, Technology and Education Report, Legal
Construction Report, Ecological Environment Report and a Specialized Report on
Silk Road. The General Report forecasts the development in 2014 on the basis of
comprehensive analysis of western economic and social development in 2013.
Economic Development Report is comprised of two parts: one is on the relationship
between industrial transformation and economic development, by utilizing 1992 —
2012 time series data; the other is on connection between CO, emission, energy
consumption and economic growth in Shaanxi Province, by using 1991 - 2012

data. Social Development Report mainly works on the problems and suggestions in
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social welfare and charity, urban and rural endowment insurance system and labor
situation in western region. Technology and Education Report is also consisted of two
parts; one brings up advice on the structural adjustment and development of higher
education in Guanzhong — Tianshui Economic Zone, by analyzing coordination
between higher education and economic development; the other evaluates the
technological innovation capability in twelve provinces of western region and offers
suggestion. Legal Construction Report summarizes the problems in finance related
laws in western region, including those affecting national commercial banks providing
financial service for western region, rural private financial institutions in western
region and western corporations utilizing security markets as financial support.
Ecological Environment Report focuses on the evaluation and analysis of water
resources and ecological environment in western region, by constructing indices
system. Specialized Report on Silk Road is aimed at promotion of research in this
field, which includes four parts: research on development of cultural heritage tourism
in the Silk Road Economic Belt, research on Silk Road in foreign countries,
evaluation and analysis of inducstrial competitiveness in the Silk Road Economic Belt
(Five Provinces in Northwest of China) and evaluation and analysis of opening
competitiveness in the Silk Road Economic Belt ( Five Provinces in Northwest of
China).
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
