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Remodeling and Reconstruction of City Cultural Recreation Space
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This thesis interpret city cultural recreation space in the role of new urbanization, summing-up characteristics and space structure of the city cultural

recreation space. And through the cases elaborate the methods of cultural recreation space remodeling and reconstruction.
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Reconstitution of Urban Cultural Space under the Perspective of Consumerism
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Since the end of 20th century, China's reform and high-speed economic development under the background of globalization and marketization, hasaccelerated
the transformation of economy, culture and society. Also, the consumption pattern of citizens has been transformed from basic survivingpattern of having
onlyadequatefoodandclothing, to development and enjoyment pattern. Hence, nowadays the early-stagecharacteristics of “Consumer Society”, which
wasborn in Western countries could also be found in China.Meanwhile, the consumption systemwhich is the most active subsystem in all social systems,
has profound influence on the formation of urban space and culture conservation. The urban culture could be seen as the base of construction of core
value of cohesion, and the cultural space is the carrier of urban context. Although a lot of significant cultural spaces have disappeared in history of urban
development, the reconstituted urban cultural spaces have become the new consumption spaces functioning in tracing and inheriting urban culture.Firstly,
this researchintended to explore the generality of reconstitution of urban cultural spaces under the influence of consumerism, by studying several urban
space reconstitution cases. Secondly, this research aimed to analyze the social and economic function underpinning the consumption phenomenon in
urban cultural spaces. Finally, the key point of urban cultural space reconstitution has been clarified by summarizing culture resource incase study, hence
the primary method of cultural space reconstitution—introduction and upgradeof culture production and cultural industry, has been concluded in the end.
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
