IV. Epilogue
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The appraisal activities about “New Architectures with
National Styles, Which are jointly held by units concerned and
news organs of Beijing for the purposes of mobilizing citizens
of Beijing to take active part in joining in the urban construc-
tions, and collecting opinions about architectural designs from
the mass. The objects of doing so are to carry on the general
plan of urbanic Beijing, to prompt the protection and develop-
ment of the famous historical cultural city, to bring about the
flourishment of architectural artistic creations, and enhance
the organic combination of spirit of th.e epoch, the national
traditions and local features in urban constructions.

The 50 Prize-winners have been settled, through mass
voting, among 148 candidate architectures with national sty-
les. It was an attempt of evaluating urban constructions
through news media, in which the mass took part. People who
took part in the voting came from different trades and posts,
including workers, peasants, cadres, scientific and technical
workers, teachers, PLA men, students from universities, middle
[primary schools, retired staff members and workers, ceaders
from places all over the country, and staff members of Chinese
units stationing in foreign countries, The fact that nearly
13000 persons took part in the voting fully showed the con-
cerns and hearty love harboured by various circles for the
planning and construction undertaking of the Capital.

The prize winner architectures include the 10 great archi-
tectures of the 1950s (such as the Cultural Palace of Nationali-
ties) and the new 10 great architectures of the 1980s (such as
the newly built National Library of China, Beijing). Also in-
cluded are hotels for foreign tourists (Such as the Palace Ho-
tel), offices in unique forms (such as the office of the China
Women's Federation), Yan Huang Art Gallery which shows
the traditiomal culture of China, Children’s Palace of Do-

ngcheng District where children commit in cultural and sports
activities, the Town and Country Trading Centre which is a la-
rge commercial enterprise, the residential buildings in Ju'er
Hutong Which has been produced by the renovation project
and awarded the World’s Human Residence Prize, and so on.
The achievements have realized diversifying kinds of architec-
ture and national styles and shown the evaluation and the
orientations of intentions of the mass.

This appraisal activity was initiated by the Capital Archi-
tectural Art Committee, jointly sponsored by Beijing Daily,
Beijing Urban Planning Institute and Beijing Civil Architec-
ture Institute, and supported by Beijing TV Station and Bei-
jing Archive of Urban Construction. Energetic supports also
came from Beijing Xin Zhong Industrial Development Com-
pany and Beijing Wan Fang Data Company, Heartfelt gratitu-
te is due to all the above departments.

This album aims at providing planning engineers and ar-
chitets with references so that they can further learn from
each other, make exchanges, plan and design meticulously, and
make more contributions for the flourishment of the archi-
tectural art of the Capital by creating, on the base of carrying
on the achievements of former generations and giving full play
to historic responsibility, new works which are much better
than what our forerunners had done, and for which we feel no
qualms because they show the flavour of the epoch to coming

generations.
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
