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PREFACE
(Revised Edition)

The Young Children s Piano Course is mainly intended for young beginners. Since the publishing of the First Edition in 1983, already 84140 copies
have been issued. This Piano Course has won big acclaim among piano teachers, because of its thoughtfulness for children s interest in piano playing and
of its scientific method in rudimentary piano teaching. Special attention has been given to fostering children to love their musical mother tongue. At the
same time this Piano Course has opened a window to children of other countries to get acquainted with the Chinese musical language.

In order to make this Piano Course more perfect, we collected feedback informations from teachers, children and their parents, before starting to work
on the revised edition. We devided the whole course into two books, readjusted the pace of the progress and the links, made corrections in some original
pieces and supplimented some new pieces. All piano pieces are composed or arranged by Ms. Li Feilan, while the supplementary diagramatic illustrations,
the designs for teaching tools, the collection of folk songs and the filling in of words in songs are chiefly done by Mr. Dong Gangrui.

During our work on the First Edition of this Piano Course, professors of the Central Conservatory of Music in Beijing, such as Prof. Yang Ruhuai, Wang
Zhenya, Zhou Guangren, Pan Yiming, Ying Shizhen, Pan Yifei and especially Li Juhong have given us great support and instructions. Now for the Revised
Edition, Prof. Zhou Guangren has again offered her hand with the English translation of the Preface and the Contents. Herewith we express our deepest
gratitude to all of them.

This is the first time that we write and revise such a Piano Course for little children. Due to our limitations and lack of experiences, there will in-

evitably be shortcomings and defects. We sincerely wish, that users of this Piano Course will give us comments and critisism.
