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ABSTRACT

The Verb Research of the Western Han Dynasty Literature is the main
research of the one-syllable verbs in the Western Han Dynasty literature.
The used corpora are mainly concentrated in the Western Han Dynasty.
Through the research of the Western Han Dynasty verbs, the author dis-
cusses the language features of the Western Han Dynasty verbs.

The article is divided into 11 chapters.

Chapter 1 is the introduction, including introduction, research sta-
tus, research corpus, research purposes and methods, research signifi-
cance and value, etc.

The topic of Chapter 2 is the Western Han Dynasty verbs and quan-
tity, including: principle of word classification division, verb judgement
criteria and the difference from other classes of words, verb internal clas-
sification, the Western Han Dynasty verbs number.

Chapter 3 studies modal verbs. We divide the modal verbs of the
Western Han Dynasty into three categories, study them from three per-
spectives, and discuss their generation and development.

Chapter 4 studies relative verbs, proposing four criteria of judging
the Western Han Dynasty relative verbs. This chapter divides relative
verbs into three categories: judgement relative verbs; analogy relative
verbs and call relative verbs. The author points out that it is the human
comprehensive factors of cognition, syntax, semantics and pragmatics
that contribute to the judge verb “Shi” (/). The verb “Shi” was un-
der development in the Western Han Dynasty, but it was not mature. In
the Western Han Dynasty “Shi” had four main kinds.

Chapter 5 researches the existing verbs. First the existing verbs
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judgement criteria are presented. In the Western Han literature, “You”
(4 ) sentences can be divided into three classes; time class, space clas-
ses and space-time blend class. After the Western Han, space-time
blend of “You” (4 ) sentences became common. In the Western Han
Dynasty, space sentences domiated, time sentence came next and space-
time blend sentence was the least. The Western Han Dynasty “ You”
(A ) word existential sentences can be divided into three classes accord-
ing to the three sections of looms condition of “before, during and af-
ter”. The Western Han literature “Wu” (JG) existential sentences can
be divided into two classes by semantic types.

Chapter 6 studies hasten check verbs. Hasten check verbs can be
divided into two types. The research mainly focuses on the classes of has-
ten verbs “Lai (%), Qu (), Wang (f£)”. It points out that the
move filling structure was sporadic in the Western Han Dynasty, became
obviously more in Six Dynasties, and in Tang and Five Periods it turned
mature and was in general use. The paper proposes a new perspective of
judging the dynamic filling structure by dividing it into small sentence
combination and small sentence structure. It also studies the grammati-
calization problem.

Chapter 7 studies psychological verbs. The Western Han Dynasty
psychological verbs can be divided into the following two categories: the
mood psychological verbs and cognitive psychological verbs. Psychologi-
cal verbs and physical property in the Western Han Dynasty were mainly
manifested in the following two aspects: one is whether psychological
verbs take objects, and the other is the strong or weak ability of the psy-
chological verbs to take objects. According to the strong or weak ability,
a continuum is formed. Classification degrees of the psychological verbs
are then obtained. It also points out that psychological verbs have differ-
ences to be modified by adverbs.

Chapter 8 studies causatives. Causatives can be subdivided into
three categories of making, cause, and answer. The author thinks that
the structure afher the causatives is dual-purpose language. The evolution

of causatives-hypothesis is both emptification and grammaticalization.
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ABSTRACT

The cause and mechanism of grammaticalization of “Shi” ({#i) is also
studied.

Chapter 9 studies stative verbs. It discusses the judging criteria and
features of stative verbs. Stative verbs have no passive usage, namely
they are rarely used in passive sentences. The stative verbs subject is
perosons or things involved, often acted by the words that indicate a per-
son of thing, and its structure is simple, mainly being a noun or noun
phrase, and rarely having moving nominal phrases as examples. In the
end, we discuss the patterns that the stative verbs constitute.

Chapter 10 studies action verbs. From the semantic feature perspec-
tive, behavior verbs express the movement behavior that the action of
subject issued and can be concrete or abstract, and the action of some
action verbs is not obvious. From the object type of an action verbs tak-
ing type perspective, action verbs can take target object, patient object,
results, reason object, measure object, quantity object and other ob-
jects. From the subject type of action verbs, besides illocutionary subject
there is also statement by the victim. Moreover, from the sentence pat-
tern structure, some action verbs can also enter passive sentences, and
statements, double penn sentences, disposal type, and other special sen-
tence patterns. And we make further classification for the action verbs of
the Western Han Dynasty literature.

Chapter 11 discusses newly emerging verbs of the the Western Han

period.
