Preface

Achieve the Rule of Law and Help the Vulnerable is a book compiled by Beijing Qian-
gian Law Firm®( hereinafter referred to as “the Firm” ) based on the case studies and sup-
port from The Global Network for Public Interest Law ( PILnet). Against the backdrop of
implementing the basic state policy of gender equality and building a socialist harmonious
society, this book offers new ideas and perspectives in observing and reflecting on current
women’s rights protection.

In 2004, the Center made a visionary
decision and shifted its priorities from providing legal aid in individual cases to being en-
gaged in influential and strategic litigation. Since its establishment, the Firm has not only
carried forward the important mission of the Center but also achieved great results in this re-
gard.

Contents of the book are excerpts carefully selected by the Firm from the typical and

difficult cases related to women’s rights in recently years. Some cases even caused a major

impact on China and the international community, such as Sun’s ten years of sexless mar-
riage, Dong’s death due to domestic violence in Beijing, Li’s resistive violence in Sichuan
Anyue, Shenzhen Sunmoon Group’s president’s raping, thewhoring with a 11 — year — old
girl in Hunan Yongzhou, and Wang’s denial of her job due to pregnancy before marriage in
Jiangsu Xuzhou, ete.

The typical cases in this book involve four key areas in women’s rights protection: do-
mestic violence against women, workplace gender discrimination, sexual assault against
women and retirement age for men and women.

With a clear layout and sound logic, the book tells each story in a gradual way. At the
beginning of each case, there is an introduction of the story. Then the whole story is pres-
ented with numerous vivid details, such as case review, case investigation, social impact
and case reflection. Through depth analysis of each case, the book leads readers into a fas-
cinating world of plenty individual cases. This book is not only full of rich and vivid story-
telling, but also has a profound rigorous legal analysis.
