There was no
rain and the soil was so dry that no crops grew,
and wells ran with little water. At this point,
five celestials in different attire came from the
remote South Sea. They rode on five rams
whose mouths carried the ears of grain, gave
the grains to local people and imparted them
with skills to grow grains. The people survived
that period of hard time and gradually lived
better and better. Since then, Guangzhou has
been rich and prosperous and has had an
abundant harvest of all food crops. In order to
commemorate those five kind celestials, they
preserved five stones that were once the five
rams, wishing that they could bless and protect
Guangzhou and its people forever.

The geographical position of Guangzhou is
of great advantage. Located in the mid-south of
Guangdong Province, Guangzhou is the
