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Abstract

At the present, urbanization is the main source of The eighteen and the Third
Plenary Session of the eighteen, China’s economic growth and the most important
characteristics of China’s economy for the next two or three decades. It is the major
issue to be solved that how to promote new urbanization, integrate rural and urban
development, and eliminate urban-rural dual structure. The book brings together
research results in recent years through in-depth analysis and extensive research, path
selection and operation mode of new urbanization in Heibei province are the thread
running through the whole book, which consists of three parts: general reports,
subsidiary reports and special subject reports in the sum of 9 reports.

General reports focuse on 2013 characteristics of economic development, 2014
the possible trend of economic operation, dynamic effects of urbanization and
economic development. The results show that the levels of urbanization have positive
effects on economic development, but inverse effects are not obvious at present stage.
Then it suggests the development of municipalities and districts is extremely uneven
and inside the same city there are also significant differences, which are large gap
compared with developed countries.

Subsidiary reports pay attention to urbanization progress in Hebei province from
institution construction, industrial development, social management, education and
training, rural culture and comprehensive carrying capacity. Institution construction
report redicts the demand scale of urban construction land and cumulative financing
gap from 2014 to 2010, which reveals the risks of interests of farmers and land use
during the process of land transfer, puts forward suggestions that handle the farmers’
interests and security in the process of land transfer, uide private capital to enter the
field of urbanization and so on. In industrial development, the industrial structure is
relatively backward, which can not adapt to requirements of social progress and
development of high-speed and high-efficiency, It is high time to take continuously

more forceful measures to promote the optimization and upgrading of industrial
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structure to speed up the urbanization development. In social management, there still
exist many shortcomings in fully meeting the needs of new urbanization, which is
urgent to accelerate the reform of all aspects, especially the transition of government
functions, the introduction of market players to participate, and the improvement of
investment structure. In education and training, migrant workers’ education and
training and their children’ compulsory education are two important social issues in
the process of new urbanization process with rural population moving to urban in
Hebei province, which means the carrying capacity of urban primary and secondary
schools in Hebei province will face severe test in the next 8 years. In transformation
of rural culture, in recent years, the urbanization have been gradually advancing in
Hebei province and the most stabilizing role are peasant’s role-identification on
urbanization. In comprehensive carrying capacity, it is becoming fragile in Hebei
province, the carrying capacity of water resources, environment, municipal facilities
and social are clearly insufficient in addition to carrying capacity of land and transport
facilities having a little advantage, which lead to actively develop and implement
policies and measures about land, water, environment and other aspects, and steadily
promote new urbanization with principles of market guide and government
regulation.

Special subject reports investigate how to integrate Beijing-Tianjin-Hebei
development and eliminate regiron dual structure through urbanization. At the same
time, the book seclect five areas having different development ideas, but they have
clear development orientation in common and can choose suitable development path

for new urbanization.
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
