Further Discussion on New — type Urbanization — Focus on Improving the Quality of Ur-
banization , is the work written according to the spirit of the Eighteenth National Congress of the
Communist Party of China, a work which is on the bases of Urbanization with Chinese Charac-
teristics published in Hebei People’ s Publishing House in 2003 and New Industrialization and
Urbanization published on the first edition in 2009 and reprinted for the third time in 2011 in
China Economy Publishing House.

This book discusses that over the past decade or so, China has seized firmly the important
period of strategic opportunities for its development, a period in which much can be achieved.
Due to that, the social economic development continuously creates new glory. China owns the
unlimited potential for the future development, and it is predicted that China is still in the im-
portant period of strategic opportunities for its development, in which much can be hopefully a-
chieved for great contribution until 2030.

The book summarizes the stage characteristics of the development of urbanization in the
world, general patterns of urbanization, historical evolution of urbanization in advanced coun-
tries and various development patterns of urbanization. And it also discusses that during the re-
cent decade or so, China has transformed into a new period in which town — oriented society

becomes predominant because of the rapid growth of urbanization. The whole book centers on
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the positive and safe promotion of new — type urbanization and focus on the enhancement of
quality of urbanization, at the same time analyzing the main problems in the process of urbani-
zation in China.

The book states the significance of new — type urbanization in China from six aspects. It
points out that the new — type urbanization is a strategic mission and an important way to realize
socialist modernization; that it is the deepest potential for transferring mode, adjusting the
structure,, expanding domestic demand as well as stimulating economic growth ; that it is the in-
ternal impetus to achieve the “endogenous growth model” and to pull Chinese economy to keep
a sustained and rapid growth; that it is also the major road and important procedure to balance
the development between urban and rural areas. to narrow the regional and urban — rural gap .
to solve two types of structure in urban and rural areas and to promote the integration of urban
and rural; that it is the effective way to accelerate the development of industrial manufacturing
industry, construction industry and service industry, to increase the employment opportunities
and to alleviate the employment pressure; that it is the important guarantee to save the re-
sources, protect the environment, to strengthen the construction of the ecological civilization,
to implement the sustainable development, to build a beautiful China and to realize the Chinese
dream of the renewal of Chinese nation and so on.

The book discusses that the new — type urbanization of China will still develop rapidly in
next ten or twenty years from eight sides. The eight points are as follows: firstly, the promotion
of new — type urbanization is the deepest potential for rapid economic growth of China in next
ten or twenty years. It is the base to transform the pattern of economic development and to a-
chieve our medium — term and long — term goals as scheduled. Then taking the development of
real economy as the support to promote the coordinated interaction and synchronous develop-
ment among the new — type urbanization, industrialization, informatization and modernization of
agriculture and to promote the integration of urban and rural development. Next, suit the meas-
ures to local conditions and scientific planning to explore a road suitable for Chinese condi-
tions, which coordinates the development between the cities of all levels and the small towns,
and to gradually form the city circle, city group and city band which have a broad - scope radi-
ation. Fourthly, suit the measures to local conditions, highlight the characteristics and take
different development strategies to build a pattern of urbanization uniting city groups which is
suitable for Chinese basic conditions, a pattern which has the feature of multi forms, multi
channel , multi composite as well as centralized and decentralized group. Fifthly, adhere to the

people — oriented and taking urbanization as the core, improve the quality of urbanization com-
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prehensively  control the haze as well as air pollution and construct a beautiful homeland with
ecological civilization. Promote the economic prosperity and social civilization and advance-
ment, make culture lead the fashion and build a harmonious and livable environment for achie-
ving the sustainable development of Chinese nation. Sixthly, persist in reform and opening up,
promote further development of new — type urbanization and realize the urban basic public serv-
ices covering all permanent resident population. Sevenly, improve the pattern of income distri-
bution, realize the multiplication plan, narrow the gap between the rich and poor and reduce
the Gini coefficient to lay a foundation for establishing “olive” social structure. Lastly, In the
process of new — type urbanization, the market plays a decisive role in resource distribution. At
the same time, the role of the government should be played better through strengthening and
improving macro — control.

The book states that housing has the dual attributes of commodity and social security, so
the housing supply system which combines the role of resource distribution of market and the
role of government support should be established and improved. The book points out that Chi-
nese real estate development remains to be one of the important industries in the national econ-
omy and analyzes the main problems in housing during recent years. According to the analysis
in this book, an important reason for rising house prices is the housing rigid demand, namely
the total housing demand is far greater than the total supply. The fundamental way to curb ris-
ing price is to increase the effective supply of housing. And providing housing security for low
income is the responsibility of government. In the next eight years or even eighteen years, the
housing demand in China will remain strong momentum. The subject is the need for improve-
ment and the settlement for the transfer of the rural population to urban housing.

In the end, the book narrates the development of low carbon economy and the construction
of ecological civilization. It points out the harm of the greenhouse gas emissions and atmospher-
ic temperature rising. It also describes the determination of Chinese government for the devel-
opment of low carbon economy and tackling climate change. The development of low carbon e-
conomy is an important way to achieve sustainable development and construct ecological civili-
zation. So the book points out that reconstructing high energy consuming industry, developing
renewable energy, strengthening the energy — saving emission and reduction, controlling and
gradually reducing the total coal - fired and promoting the clean use of high efficiency of coal
can gradually improve the air pollution and also ensure the security of national energy. In the
field of architecture, green buildings, energy — efficient buildings and the improvement of

building life should be developed and the industrialization of the residential construction ought
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to be gradually promoted. The afforestation should be developed and the sink of forest carbon
should be increased. Through the trading market of carbon emission, promote the development
of low carbon economy and construct the motherland into a beautiful homeland.
