On October 10th ,1911.driven by mr.sun yat—sen's
thought and under the guidelines of tongmenghui (the
united league of china).hubei revolutionary leagues—
the literature society and co-progress association
launched an armed uprising resolutely,in which the
hubei new army acted as the main force.they attacked
and occupied the governor—general office
building.recovered wuchang city.and established
military government and promulgated the ezhou
regulation.thus,the wuchang uprising became the

starting point of the victory of the revolutionin 1911.
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
