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Abstract

This book, the third Annual Report on the Economic and Social Development of
Yangzhou, has been complied with joint efforts by the Municipal Federation of Social
Sciences and the Municipal Academy of Social Sciences, written by experts, scholars as
well as workers from actual practice under the guidance of the Blue Book of Yangzhou
Editorial Board. The book falls into four parts, namely the summing—up report,
reports respectively on the special topic of a “world’s famous city” establishment, on
the economic progress and the social progress. Among which, some reports are
considered as fruitful results on the annual major social scientific topics assigned by top
leaders of the municipal party committee and the municipality.

The year of 2012 has gone through against the background of existing doldrums in
global economy, inadequate demand for domestic investment and slowdown in
economic growth. Yangzhou municipal party committee and the municipality have
made efforts to enlarge effective input with the establishment of a “world’s famous city”
as the target and with key projects as the handlebar. They have strived to release vigor
for the industrial park development with successive classified scientific guidance.
Therefore, the overall economic operation has been steady and sound for the past three
quarters of the year. The estimated total local output value in 2012 may reach 300
billion yuan (RMB) with an increase of around 11. 5% . The urban resident’s average
DPI is estimated to be around 27900 yuan (RMB), with an increase of more than
13% . Nevertheless, feeling the repeated impact of both recessionary outside
environment and inside structural contradiction, the mainstay trades such as ship—
building, polar photovoltaic, etc. have encountered difficulties with their bussiness
efficiency declining, the growth of finance and taxation revenue weakening. As a
result, the pressure for steady, sound and faster economic growth is getting
progressively bigger and bigger. 2013 will be a year of decisive importance for
Yangzhou to speed up the establishment of “three types of Yangzhou” and a “world’s
famous city” with both favorable conditions and difficulties coexisting. The estimated

Yangzhou total local output value in 2013 will get an increase of 10% —11% .
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
