Abstract

The Mekong River is an important international river flowing
through China, Myanmar, Laos, Thailand and Vietnam, with a total
length of 4880 km. It originates in Tanggula Mountains on the Qinghai-
Xizang Plateau and is known as the Lancang River in China. Since its
establishment in 1992, GMS cooperation has vyielded great
accomplishment in many fields during the past more than two decades
with the promotion of GMS countries and the participation of
international community and relevant international organizations. With
the extension in scope and depth, GMS cooperation plays a growing role
in driving member countries’ economic and social development,
enhancing sub-regional competitiveness and promoting Asian regional
economic integration process. It has become a successful model for Asian
regional economic  cooperation mechanism and  South-South
cooperation. )

Since 2013, political, economic and international relations in the
sub-region have undergone new changes. China’s participation in GMS
cooperation made new achievements while came across new challenges.
Therefore, GMS Study Center of Yunnan University made in-depth
study on GMS development trend since 2013 and published the fourth
annual report on GMS, The Report on the Cooperation and Development in
the Greater Mekong Sub-Region (2014). Making comprehensive studies
while stressing the key points, this report analyzes GMS’ hot and
highlight issues in 2013 from three categories, and explores its future
prospects.

There are three sections in this report. The first section “ General
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Report” makes an overall analysis on GMS cooperation’s new progresses ,
challenges and development trends in 2013-2014. The second section
“Special Topic” has several focuses, including China-ASEAN relations
in the community of shared destiny, achievements and issues in China’s
environment cooperation with other GMS countries, promoting RMB
regionalization in GMS, Myanmar’s public opinions on Chinese
investments after the Myitsone Event, and the intervention and influence
of outside countries like India and Australia. This section also provides
suggestions for China to promote its participation in GMS cooperation.
The last section “Province and Country Report” analyzes political and
economic situations in GMS countries, introduces the specific progresses
made and measures taken by all members, and analyzes their impacts on

GMS cooperation.
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
