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Abstract

The form is a original important category in West theory of litera-
ture, there is not any full equal category with it in Chinese classical re-
search about poetry, but rich thinking about it. Affected by classical
theories for example Poetry expresses feelings, Writting are for conve-
ying truth and so on, in addition, to avoid suspicion of formalism,
many researchers pay more attention to analyse the content of the classi-
cal poetry, but ignore it’s form, which is the noumenon of Chinese po-
etic theory. So, We are unable to grasp the local characteristics and in-
herent law. It return to the noumenon of Chinese poetic theory to re-
search the form, which is the inherent meaning that Literature is the art
of language.

It is related to imperial competitive examination that the poetic crit-
icism of formism during Qianlong and Jiaqing spring up. From the begin-
ning of the imperial competitive examination, it’s content affect the lit-
erary world directly or indirectly, as a director and wind vane. At that
time, poetry marked by strict tonal patterns and rhyme schemes is add-
ed in examination, all kinds of formal note on classical poetry for The
Director for Poetry by Cai Jing grow up more and more.

We research on the criticism of formism during Qianlong and
Jiaqing, by the law of the word, the line, the chapter and the phonol-
ogy, that is the content form of Chinese classical poetry. In Chinese
classical portry, it have existed since ancient times to weigh the words
in poetry. In Qing Dynasty, the academic work develop deeply and min-

utely. In that time, the research on poetry is particular about the word,
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the line and the chapter, which not only touch the noumenon of the po-
etry, but also express the textual criticism on knowledge. There are
many ways to pay attention to the word, it stand in the breach to avoid
the convention, the rude and the strange, to seek the sound and the
quickly.

The problem about the false word is truly the hot spot in Chinese
poetry theory. Yuan Rong — lin analysis it from linguistic, which pro-
mote to and stand the problem in literature. It also have important direct
meaning for literary theory afterwards, for the research about poetry dur-
ing Qianlong and Jiaqing lay a foundation. Because of the linguistic ac-
cumulation for a long time, comparing with predecessors, the scholar
during Qianlong and Jiaqing, study the false word more practically and
rationally.

Chinese classical poetic theory specially pay attention to the law of
the line, so, have rich thinking about it. During Qianlong and Jiaqing,
those thinking is researched overall, emphasizing a word refine, less
abstract thinking and more concrete ways of operation, hold the new,
the refine and the quickly.‘

In Chinese classical poetic theory, the antithesis is always the
central issue of the matter. There is systematic study about it during
Qianlong and Jiaqing. The antithesis should be natural, not over artifi-
cial. A wonderful antithesis have aesthetic feeling, excelling nature.

There is rich thinking about the law of the chapter in Chinese clas-
sical poetic theory. To Qianlong and Jiaqing, the thinking about is cen-
tralized, highly valuing the intricate, paying attention to opening, de-
veloping, changing and concluding, those radical thought is intelligent
and natural, as clouds float, water flows, wind blows and moon
comes.

In Chinese classical poetic theory, because of itself speciality as
Chinese, the rhyme is best to reflect the speciality. The rhyme is not
only the form, but also the thought and feeling of the poet. As a word,

the rhyme is the sound having meaning. People have a precess to be fa-
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miliar with the rhyme. For the scholars during Qianlong and Jiaqing,
this thinking is overall.

There is rich thought about the type of writing, it is an important
problem, to discriminate poet and prose. Those thought grow up step by
step, from unintelligible to more intelligible, to Qing Dynasty, becom-
ing overall. Sum up, there are three kinds of thoughts: the poet and
pros is same, different or communicative.

We take the school of the Skin Texture as a case to talk about, it’s
representative figure is Wen Fang — gang. Because of it’s inherent scientific
principle and real foundation, they become a famous school of poetry. Wen
Fang — gang practise this poetic thought, a number of followers also suc-
cess, propagate and practise his thought. Nowadays, educational circles is
not familiar with Xie Qi — kun, Wu Lan — xue, Fen Min — chuang and
Huan Pei —fang so on, Who are important members in this poetic school,
except that people talk about Wen Fang — gang sometimes. There is not
scholar to study it from communication and influence, So, having broad

sphere of learning to be exploited.
