Getting behind the wheel of a car can be an exciting new step in a teen’s life.

need for common sense and maturity to avoid accidents. [26(1)] In an effort to ‘
‘spread awareness to teens across the nation, the Allstate Foundation sponsored a
Keep The Drive Summit at Sunset Station on January 23rd. Students from Kennedy
|and Alamo Heights High schools participated in the summit which was held here
| for the first time. [26(2)] The goal of the year-long effort is to educate teens on
'the rules of safe driving and the severe consequences that can result if those rules
are not followed, and then have them communicate that information to their peers.
