In new technique industries, state-owning enterprises should have
functions, such as undertaking risks, circulating funds, assuming
loss. A small number of state-owning enterprises with high tech-
nique and abundant funds should enter the area that has ever no
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state-owning enterprises.

So, we should say that state-owning enterprises are very spe-
cial, and they are minors among enterprises. They only could make
a living upon the efficient marketplace, which is created by non-
state-owning enterprises. That is, state-owning enterprises must
adapt to market economics, and their capability of international
