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Abstract

Since the emergence of ideological and political education, Literature and
art have formed profound predestination with ideological and political education,
and art has always been an important form of carriers of ideological and political
education. The more progressing of society, the more outstanding of the impor-
tance and difficulty of ideological and political education, the position and supe-
riority of literary and artistic carrier of ideological and political education will also
be more prominent, hence it is more significant to research on literary and artistic
carrier of ideological and political education. At present, the literary and artistic
carrier of ideological and political education in the practical work has been widely
applied, but the theoretical research on that is very weak. This paper is under the
guidance of marxist literary theories and the basic principles of ideological and po-
litical educational, taking “what is literary and artistic carrier of ideological and
political education, why is literary and artistic carrier of ideological and political
education, how to use literary and artistic carrier of ideological and political edu-
cation” as the basic clues, discussing a series of fundamental questions to the
literary and artistic carrier of ideological and political education.

In addition to this introduction section, the main is divided into five parts:

The first part analyzes the essence of literary and artistic carrier of ideolog-
ical and political education. This paper analyzes the concept of Literature and art
firstly, and analyzes the concept of carrier of ideological and political education
secondly, then defines the core concepts: literary and artistic carrier of ideo-
logical and political education refers to those literary forms and Literary activi-
ties, which can contain, load and conduct the information and content of ideo-
logical and political education, and can be used Interactively by the subject and

object. This paper holds that the essential attribute of literature and art is one
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form of aesthetic social consciousness, and points out that the nature of the lit-
erary and artistic carrier of ideological and political education is visual educa-
tional carrier; According to the most popular classification standard about litera-
ture and art, this paper classifys the literary and artistic carrier of ideological
and political education into five basic types; This paper Outlines five basic fea-
tures of the literary and artistic carrier of ideological and political education: vi-
tality . sensibility . permeability | interactiveness and diversity.

The second partexpounds the basis of literary and artistic carrier of ideolog-
ical and political education. This paper layered discusses the inner basis, the the-
oretical basis and the practical basis of literary and artistic carrier of ideological
and political education. Among them, the inner basis reveals from “yuan” theo-
retical level that why literature and art May become the carrier of ideological and
political education, which because literature and art itself own such natures as
Political indoctrination, moral infection and Cultural cultivation. The theoretical
basis sums up systematically marxist theory of literary and artistic carrier of ideo-
logical and political education, Chinese ancient theory of literary and artistic car-
rier of ideological and political education, western countries’ theory of literary and
artistic carrier of ideological and political education; The practical basis analyzes
the application of literary and artistic carrier of ideological and political education in
ancient Chinese, in the history of the Chinese communist party and in western
countries from the perspective of combination the history and demonstration.

The third partresearches on the value of literary and artistic carrier of ideo-
logical and political education. This paper summarizes six aspects of values of lit-
erary and artistic carrier of ideological and political education: cognitional val-
ue, adjustmental value, enjoyable value, communicational value, encoura-
ging value, cohesive value; This paper reveals five basic characteristics of lit-
erary and artistic carrier of ideological and political education: Cognitive and
aesthetic is unified, Educational and recreational is unified, ideological and ar-
tistic is unified, adaptability and transcendence is unified, controllability and
uncontrollability is unified; This paper analyzes the internal and external . sub-
jective and objective conditions to realize the values of literary and artistic carri-

er of ideological and political education: Reflect the essence of social life, re-
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flect dominant values, satisfy the intrinsic demand of audiences, grasp the so-
cial public psychology, play the audience’s initiative.

The fourth partdiscusses the use of literary and artistic carrier of ideological
and political education. This paper analyzes the four basic application procedures
of literary and artistic carrier of ideological and political education, and points
out that the essence of the application process is interaction between multiple
subjects and between subject and object; There are three main ways in applica-
tion of literary and artistic carrier of ideological and political education: selec-
tive use, assembled use, innovational use; Following basic requirements
should be followed in the application of literary and artistic carrier of ideological
and political education: enhance subject’s quality, optimizate dialogical and
culture environment, follow the literary own rule, in view of the audience’s dif-
ferent characteristic, using literary and artistic carrier of ideological and politi-
cal education moderately.

This paper places the development of literary
and artistic carrier of ideological and political education in such age situation
economic globalization, social informatization, competition in cultural soft
strength , and holds that the development of literary and artistic carrier of ideo-
logical and political education will show the scientific trend . integrated trend ,
original trend and life-oriented trend. To actively promote the development of lit-
erary and artistic carrier of ideological and political education, we must correct-
ly deal with following Four groups dialectical relationships: science and human-
ism of the development of literary and artistic carrieer of ideological and political
education, undertaking-oriented and industrialization of the development of lit-
