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Issue Abstract

The Journal of Chinese Architecture History (JCAH) is a scientific journal published twice a year by the School of
Architecture, Tsinghua University that has been committed to publishing current thought and pioneering new ideas by
Chinese and foreign authors on the history of Chinese architecture, This issue contains 15 articles that can be divided into
five main research areas: wooden architecture, Buddhist architecture, palaces and government buildings, building
archaeology, and architectural culture. Last but not least is a revised survey plan of Guangsheng Temple. The first article
entitled “Rethinking the Dimensional and Proportional Design of the Main Hall at Longmen Temple” reassesses the original
building design by combining traditional manual measuring methods with modern 3D laser scanning. *Central Columns
(Chongjizhu) in East Asian Wooden Architecture between the 10" and 14" Centuries” then investigates the phenomenon of
double-slope roofs (gable-front orientation) through comparative analysis of Chinese. Japanese and Korean examples, and
explores the different building systems that co-existed in East Asia in the Song and Yuan dynasty. Two more articles in this
issue likewise contribute to the research on Chinese traditional timber frame architecture: *A Study on the Degradation of
Inclined Struts (Tuojiao) After the Ming Dynasty Focusing on Purlin-Timu-Beam Joints” and * Analysis of * Timu-style
Short Brackets'”. Based on historical literature, “A Research on the Buddhist Pagoda at Miaole Temple in the Ancient City
of Huaizhou, Henan Province” then challenges the founding date of the historic structure and proposes a scholarly conjecture
about its possible original form. Similar problems of hypothetical reconstruction—when almost nothing remains of the
historic fabric—are discussed in the next two articles: “Spatial Layout of the Great Xiangguo Temple in the Northern-Song
Capital Bianjing and Some Conjectures about the Original State of the Ming-Dynasty Main Hall” and * Hypothetical
Reconstruction of the Third-Gate and Zisheng Pavilions at the Great Xiangguo Temple in the Northern-Song East Capital”.
New insight on palaces and government buildings give us the next four articles: “The Three Main Halls of the Forbidden
City: Architectural Persistence and Change”, “Space Composition of Government Buildings (Zhishu) in the Ming Dynasty:
Taking Nanzhili as an Example”. “A Study on the Provincial Government Building System of the Chosun Dynasty”. and

“The Architectural Layout Depicted in the Local Gazetteer of Xianchun Lin’ an”. The following article entitled
*Archaeological Survey and Restoration Research of Architectural Monuments in the Yuan Imperial City of Zhongdu”
analyzes the spatial layout of the inner city on the basis of newly-released excavation reports and spot-surveying, and
suggests striking similarities to the Dadu capital. A fresh and unique reading experience on Chinese architectural culture
provide the final three articles: *‘1-Shape Churches’— Conforming to Chinese Tradition”, “The Anhui Huiguan in
Beijing”. “Origin and Symbolic Evolution of the Festooned Hanging Pillar ( Chuihuazhu)”. This issue contains several
studies supported by the National Natural Science Foundation of China (NSFC).

All contributions are original works that, in this manner, have not been published previously in English, nor are under
review [or publication elsewhere. They are testimony to the hard work of each author and worthy of publication—even if the
ideas contained therein do not reflect the opinions of the advisory board or the editorial team. The JCAH adheres to academic
standards and embraces diverse thinking and a liberal-pluralistic perspective. Papers that cultivate individuality and a spirit of

openness and curiosity are welcome.

The Journal of Chinese Architecture History (JCAH) provides an opportunity for scholars to
publish English-language or Chinese-language papers on the history of Chinese architecture from the

beginning to the early 20" century. We also welcome papers dealing with other countries of the East
Asian cultural sphere. Topics may range from specific case studies to the theoretical framework of
traditional architecture including the history of design. landscape and city planning.

JCAH is strongly committed to intellectual transparency, and advocates the dynamic process of
open peer review. Authors are responsible to adhere to the standards of intellectual integrity. and
acknowledge the source of previously published material. Likewise. authors should submit original
work that, in this manner. has not been published previously in English, nor is under review for
publication elsewhere.

Manuscripts should be written in good English suitable for publication. Non-English native
speakers are encouraged to have their manuscripts read by a professional translator, editor, or

English native speaker before submission.

It must
include the name (s) of the author(s).name(s) of the translator(s) if applicable, institutional

affiliation. a short abstract (less than 200 words), 5 keywords, the main text with footnotes.

acknowledgments if necessary. and a bibliography. For text style and formatting guidelines, please
visit the JCAH website (mainly Chicago Manual of Style, 16" Edition.

2) Caption file in MS-Word format (labeled with “caption™ + author’s last name). It should list
illustration captions and sources.

3) Up to 30 illustration files preferable in JPG format (labeled with consecutive numbers
according to the sequence in the text +author’s last name). Each illustration should be submitted
as an individual file with a resolution of 300 dpi and a size not exceeding 1 megapixel.

Authors are notified upon receipt of the manuscript. If accepted for publication. authors will
receive an edited version of the manuscript for final revision. and upon publication. automatically

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Abstract: The paper discusses the Main Hall at Longmen Temple based on a study
published in this journal in 2001. and reassesses the wood structure of the hall using
survey data collected in an intensive fieldwork training conducted by Tsinghua University.
The new data acquired through 3D laser scanning and manual measuring techniques are
then statistically analyzed. This reveals a striking discrepancy in dimensional design of
greater carpentry and dougong compared to the study of 2001. The aim of the paper is to
present the new findings, reassess the absolute measurements and modular proportions.,
and “rebuild” the structure on the basis of the construction ruler used initially.
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
