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Abstract

With the high-speed development of internet information technology, public
domain of network keeps its constant advancement and changes with the time, a-
long with the diversity of internet information and dissimilarity of expression of
network public domain, which make the development, administration and inno-
vation of cyber culture become very important. To further strengthen the heteron-
omous norm of network management, as well as the cultivation & construction of
network automaticity and maintain network culture ecology with effective network
information technology, are still of great importance in construction and develop-
ment of capital cyber culture from now on.

This report focuses on construction, management and innovation of cyber
culture, analyzes the general development of capital cyber culture ecology in
2013 and puts forward pertinent countermeasures and suggestions. As the most
developed city of information technology, Beijing is also the main provider of
network service and possesses a large quantity of netizens. At present, Beijing
converges 90% of China’ s important websites, and network traffic accounts for
70%. With the innovation and expansion of network information technology, in-
formation space and culture expression of network are changing. Network and cy-
ber culture construction, governance and innovation are under constant develop-
ment and go forward together, they are the essential content and research project
of network development and culture construction.

The first part, “General Report”, network environment and construction,
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administration and innovation of cyber culture develop at the same pace, con-
structing healthy, orderly and developed capital cyber culture is the main topic
and important progress of capital cyber culture construction and management in
2013. This report generalizes the new progress and requirement of ideological
and cultural construction of network in 2013 deployed by Central and Beijing,
then explains how to strengthen construction and management of capital cyber
culture and construct healthy, orderly capital network culture ecology to agglom-
erate and broadcast positive energy. This part summarizes the new progress of
capital cyber culture from six aspects, and put forward suggestions on strengthe-
ning construction and innovation of capital cyber culture from five aspects based
on annual developments.

The second part, “Policy and Construction & Governance of Capital Cyber
Culture”, the main idea is policy and governance of capital cyber culture, sum-
marizes and analyses the situations and problems of public opinion guidance of
capital network, the progress of construction & governance of capital cyber cul-
ture, environment remediation of cyber culture and internet rumors governance
in 2013, then provides targeted countermeasures concerning existing problems.

The third part, “New Environment of Capital Network and Analysis on
Configuration of Cyber Culture”, analyses annual new configurations of cyber
culture based on new progress of capital network information technology. This
part generalizes and analyses new progress of network information technology and
construction of smart city, internet communications of conservation of historic
city and intangible cultural heritage, public service and development of cultural
& creative industries in 2013, and proposes pertinent suggestions.

The fourth part, *“ Annual Hotspots of Capital Cyber Culture and
Problems”, concentrates on new hotspots of cyber culture and problems in 2013.
This part summarizes and analyses internet image symbol of Beijing in the age of

internet, opportunities and challenges of network culture industries in the first
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year of 4G and situations of related industries, then provides constructive coun-
termeasures and suggestions based on analysis.

The fifth part, “Annual Development and Typical Cases of Capital Inter-
net”, investigates the typical network culture events and cases in 2013, analyses
their underlying reasons from different aspects and perspectives and influences in
network public domain and public opinions, then concludes with their typical
meaning and warning value.

The sixth part, data from CNNIC, includes “A Report on the Development
of Internet in Beijing in 2013, and investigates the infrastructure and resource
of capital internet, conditions of netizens, development of internet and network
applications. This part is of great value on data and content.

The seventh part, “Appendix”, collects the important events in cyber cul-
ture development in Beijing in 2013, which is helpful in understanding

hotspots, main content and progress of capital cyber culture.
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
