The College of Economics Jinan University

The College of Economics, which was established in September 1980, is
a college affiliated to Jinan University. It has the largest body of stu-
dents among the seven colleges in the university.

As early as 1918, Jinan University, known as“Jinan School”by then, ini-
tially offered the commerce courses, In 1921, it established the first u-
niversity for business studies in collaboration with the Southeast Uni-
versity. The new university was named Shanghai Commerce Universi-
ty. And in 1923, a department of commerce was set up and incorporated
into Jinan School again. Later in 1927, Jinan National University re-
placed Jinan School and the Department of Commerce was remodeled
into College of Business. The College of Business-had six specialties
including commerce, business administration, foreign trade, account-
ing. banking and transportation management. In the long process of the
university's history, all those specialties have displayed the “unique
characteristics of Jinan"because of the university's adaptability to the
needs of the large enroliment of students at home and abroad, and the
high quality of teaching.

Jinan University was disbanded in September 1949.1t was after the
founding of the New China that Jinan University was reconstructed in
Guangzhou in 1958.A department of economics was established one
year later with five specialties, namely, political economy, foreign trade
accounting industriat economy, commercial econom. In 1965, Depart-
ment of Foreign Trade was set up. About 1000 students were enrolied
then.

Due to the“Cultural Revolution”, Jinan
University suspended in 1970. The De- S e
partment of Economics was consoli- '
dated into  Zhongshan
ty.Nearly a decade later, Jinan Uni-
versity was re-opened in 1979. The in-
ternational finance specialty was
added to the Department of Eco- {8
nomics. At the foundation of the De-
partment of Economics was estab-
lished the College of Economics in
September 1980.

The College confers master’ s degree in 7 specialties and doctoral
degree can be awarded in the field of industrial economics. The
College of Economics has become a comprehensive college with al-
most all discplines in economics and business among universities in
South China.

The College is in the middle of Jinan University campus. Its five-story
building provides more than 30 classrooms of various sizes. The
classrooms are very well equipped. The College has an experiment
center. The Computer-Room is installed with two 486DX/ 50, sixty
386SX/ 33 and one 386SX/ 20 computers served as service-desk,
workstations and instruction-table. The language-lab has three sets
of teaching equipment. About 80, 000 books are maintained in the
Reference Center covering various subjects in the economics and
other related areas.Many of those books are from Hongkong and
Taiwan. And 4,000 books in English and other foreign languages are
also in the collection. The number of the Chinese magazines reaches
400. The Reference Center has good connection with libraries of
other domestic universities.

According to the guiding principles of the University: Meeting the
needs of Hongkong, Macao and oversees Chinese students, the Col-
lege of Economics is actively exp[anding international academic
exchanges. Some faculty members have been invited to visit, lecture
or take advanced courses, or paricipate academic conferences in the
U.S.A. Canada, Europe, Japan, Thailand, India, Australia, Singa-
pore, Vietnam, Malaysia, Hongkong and Macao. The College has in-
vited, in return, experts and professors from the above ans other
countries. Agreements on establishment of exchange programs have
been reached with some institutions abroad.

During 1994-95 school year, the College has jointly run two ACCA
international accountants training classes with Kwan Wong Tan &
Fong * BDO, Certified Public Accountants, Hongkong. The College
has cooperated directly with the Head Office of ACCA to give
courses in training international accountants, has been appointed by
ACCA as the only training and examination center in South China
since 1995.

College of Economics

With the development of economic
reform and opening to the outside
world, the College’ s faculty mem-
bers has made a series researches
on socialist market economy, par-
ticularly on the Pearl River Delta
region’ s economy and the econo-
my of Hongkong and Macao.Based on these.researches, about
2660 academic papers have been published.he national and
provincial research projects undertaken have reached the num-
ber of 1180.and more Among those achievements quite a few
have received awards from the State Education Committee,
Guangdong Province and Guangzhou Municipality. In addition, the
College has undertaken 4 key national social science research
projects, eight Guangdong Province key social science research
projects for the 8th“Five-Year Plan” period since 1993.Many of
the monographs and textbooks by the faculty members have
been awarded"“Excellent Works”.

In order to promote the faculty’ academic researches, a quar-
terly“Economy & Development” is published and interchanged
among colleges and universities.

Fifteen years have passed since the founding of the College. The
number of students graduated has been increasing. They have
become economic specialists at home and abroad.Some are
backbones in the Government management departments, indus-
trial or commercial enterprises and banking or other financial in-
stitutions. Some are well = known entrepreneurs.

What is more, active steps have been taken in the reform of
teaching and research work, and of daily management with ori-
entation of gearing to the needs of the modernizations, the needs
of the world and the needs of the future for the purpose i making
contributions to the fostering of qualified high-rank personnel
being open-minded, practically-trained and compound-skilled.
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
