This book is one of series textbooks of “machinery design, manufacture and automation”. Based on the fourth edition
“Course Exercise in Machinery Design” , the revision is completed according to the requirements of the courses of “machinery
design and the fundamentals of machinery design” and the demands of reform plan on contents and course system implemented
by Ministry of Education for higher education teaching to face 21th Century.
