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On Human Essence, Nature and Mind

Abstract :

Based on the“ontology of universal space” proposed in the writer’s former book
“ Levels of Space: On philosophical thought of energy and space” , this book On Hu-
man Essence, Nature and Mind is a thesis focusing on human itself. The book con-
sists of 3 parts:

“Part I human essence — the essence of human life”. In this part, the writer
re—defines the concepts of “ energy” and“space” within the frame of his“ Universal
space ontology” , and discusses“the existence of universal space” and the* existence
of human life” on the base of the elements of universal space. These existences are
classified by various corresponding existence of essence, existence of property, exist-
ence of phenomenon and existence of relation. Further, the essence of human life is
researched. Moreover, writer attempts to investigate the essence of human life, and
considers several important topics around this theme, e. g. “What is human, where
does he come from, and where will he go?” , “human memory” , “information of hu-
man life” , “human soul” as well as some sensitive topics about the essence of human
life. Writer proposes that the essence of human life is energy, and thinks that human
life the energy movement system as a polymer constituted by several energy bodies,
that human life comes from the nature, and ends to the nature, that human memory
is the concept measuring the movement retentivity of human energy body and its
movement system. The human life information is a concept expressing the existence
of human life rather than an essence existence. The soul of human life exists essen-

tially, and is the movement system of conscious energy which is polymer of several
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conscious energies, and will not perish with death of human life.

“Part Il human nature — the properties of human life”. Based on the
preceding part, this one is devoted to“human nature” and its associated topics.
Writer firstly defines “ human nature”, and from the essence of human life he
searches and discusses some essential properties and phenomenal properties in
human physiological, psychological aspects and those of his/her life. Writer thinks
that human nature is combined with nature properties, social properties and self
properties, and the self properties make the basic core, on which the nature proper-
ties and social properties are build. Meanwhile, there are further investigations and
discussions upon the functional properties and the special function of human life, and
activity, physiological activity, psychological activities from the new viewpoint of
“human nature”. Furthermore, there are analyses about sleep—awakening, health—
illness, existence—death of human life, and about the formation of the phenomena of
life, such as perception, cognition and psychology activity. There are also
discussions about the reasons of human life’s activity and other equivalent problems,
on which the writer thinks the formation of human life’s activity properties is the
effects, influence, coordination among several energy bodies and energy movement
system within human life.

“Part III human mind — the phenomena of human psychological —activity”.
Based on the preceding parts, this part focuses on human mind. Its begin is a defini-
tion of“ human mind”, then combining the theoretical system of “ human essence”
and“ human nature” , writer concerns about séme long—time—attentive phenomena of
conscious psychological — activity, subconscious psychological — activity, tranquility
psychological — activity. There are analyses of properties and phenomena of
psychology activity, e. g. personnel and character, sentiment and emotion, sensation
and ration, mentality and attitude of human, need and desire, behavioral motivation
and behavioral will, concepts and ideas, imagination — fantasy and association,
anxiety—fear and satisfaction—disappointment, torment and happiness, wisdom and
silliness. Writer thinks all phenomena of human life’s perception psychology activity
are made by the activity of conscious properties of human conscious energy along with

the activity of conscious energy body.
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
