It claims that since China’s cultural
industry has both industrial and ideological attributes, the security of China’s cultural
industry is not only the security of the cultural industry itself, but also the security of
China’s culture. From the perspective of property rights, China’s culture industrial
security is the security of cultural resources with respect to right to own, to operate,
to make profit, and to dispose. On the positive side, the security situation of China’s
cultural industry is reflected in the great importance attached to it by the government,

the 18th CPC National Congress has pointed it in the right direction, continued
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increase in the scale of corporate asset, a protection system of intangible cultural
heritage is taking shape, the successful corporatization of state-owned cultural
enterprises, rapid growth rate, great potential, rapid growth of exports, etc. The
security problems lies in serious situation of intellectual property infringement, small
scale of cultural enterprise, low industrial concentration, slow pace of merger and
reorganization of state-owned cultural enterprises, insufficient financial support,
growth deficiency in cultural depth etc.

Aiming at these problems, we put forward the following suggestions: further
perfecting the intellectual property protection system, strengthening the copyright
regulation and law enforcement, improving the effort to counter Internet piracy,
encouraging enterprises, especially state-owned enterprise merger and reorganization
by breaking the geographical, industrial and ownership restrictions. studying how to
further promote the financial reform and innovation to support the cultural industry,
taking the intensive type development path by transitioning to a new culture industry
development model, strengthening the supervision of foreign cultural enterprises from
the perspective of cultural resource property right to safeguard national rights and

cultural resource security.
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
