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Abstract

In order to developing deepen all-round reforms, China must
stick to and improve the basic economic system which keeps public
ownership in a dominant position and has diverse forms of
ownership develop side by side. Based on the decisions of the third
plenary session of the 18th National Congress of the CPC, this book
explains in ten essays on how to stick to and improve the basic
economic system.

owned enterprises, and how to Improve the modern enterprise
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system, so that China may adhere to the dominant position of the
public ownership through institutional innovation.

This book has provided insightful viewpoints on topics such as
the key to stick to and improve the basic economic system, the
relationship between connotation of the mixed ownership economy
and stockholding system, the role of state-owned economy position,
the corporate governance structure of China’s state-owned
