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Summary

Having the largest production and consumption
of edible fungi, China has, in its history of over 5000
years, published a large amount of literature works
about mushrooms, but regrettably hardly anything
in the art form of poetry. This book, authored by
Mr. Zhang Xiangmao, however, consists of 100
poems each for a specific famous mushroom. Mr.
Zhang Xiangmao, president of China Edible Fungi
Association, vice president of International Society for
Mushroom, and also a famous writer composed these
poems in traditional Chinese poesy style, integrating
historical and modern elements, literature art and
edible fungi knowledge , to have eulogized vividly
mushrooms from the plant morphology, growing
environment, edible or medicinal values, etc. This
work, full of charm of poetry and meaningful hints
explores a new path in the modern culture of edible
fungi. With a plenty of fine pictures and verses and
its excellent printing, this poetry anthology can serve
as a precious souvenir in international exchanges,
and a fine book for collection and appreciation among
people in the field of edible fungi from home and
abroad.
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
