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Abstract

Sereval congressional reports of the Communist Party of China during the period
of The Twelfth-Five-Year Plan have indicated that the relationship between cultural
heritage and economic and social development has come more important than ever
The dream about a culturally powerful country that is culturally aware, culturally self-
confident and culturally strong, is an important part of the Chinese Dream. The
report of the sixth Plenary Session of the 17th Congress of the Communist Party of
China proposed the strategy of building a culturally powerful country, the report of
the 18th Congress of the Communist Party of China further clarified that the key tasks
of cultural construction are to strengthen the socialist core value system, and
comprehensively improve the civic and moral quality of the population, enrich
people’s spiritual and cultural life, and enhance China’s overall cultural strength and
competitiveness. Obviously, the achievement of these four tasks directly determine
the success of the construction of cultural powerful country. In the course of building
a culturally powerful country, cultural heritage plays an irreplaceable role as evidence
and resources. For the State Administration of Cultural Heritage, implementing The
Chinese Dream obviously should be the construction of cultural heritage powerful
country. Although from the perspective of economic and social development, several
irreplaceable roles of the cultural heritage can be found easily, but these effects are
based on the premise that Cultural Heritage Course has been developed enough. In
other words, there is a logical relationship: after the heritage powerful country has
been built, the role of cultural heritage course on the economic construction and
social development would fully be reflected.

Based on the above understanding, Cultural Heritage Blue Book ( 2013 )
( hereinafter as Blue Book) chooses “Building cultural heritage powerful country, so
that cultural heritage can serve the cause of building a moderately prosperous society
better” as its yearly theme, Blue Book focuses on this topic, answers the following
three questions: How far are we away from the heritage powerful country? Where

shall we focus on? What practical measures should be taken?

By building an indicator system for cultural heritage powerful country which
covers five areas, we can measure how far we are away from the cultural heritage
powerful country. First, the objective results of the work: (1) wider protection
coverage of heritage and better effects, (2)a greater contribution to economic and
social development in many ways and playing an irreplaceable role. Second, self-
construction and self-management; (3higher social participation and the formation of
multi-sectoral joint management situation, (4)cultrual heritage and related management
systems input enough administrative resources and show a high level of management
for using the resources, (5) heritage and related management systems have an
workforce who have both ability and political integrity.

Based on the indicator system , we can analyze managing level of Cultural
Heritage Course in China in recent years, and quantitatively find where things need
to improve based on the “ cultural heritage powerful country” standard, and
ultimately judge the general situation and trend of the country’s heritage work. We
can summarize the results as follows; the course is developing but still has debts to fix
up; the situation is generally optimistic but accidents have continued on trivial aspect.

Development of course is gratifying dynamically. This includes two aspects: the
third national survey of immovable cultural heritage, the seventh batch of national key
cultural relics protection units and the first national survey of movable cultural heritage
make the scope of cultural heritage to expand and clarify the real situation ; relevant
fiscal investment is still rapidly growing . The former aspect makes course significantly
progress in “covering a wide range of heritage” , the latter makes remarkable result in
“inputing full administrative resources” . Of course, there are still many problems.
There are still many units with low development level, and the related work is not
above the minimum level. Relevant regulations, planning and documentation which
should have done so far still have not been completed. Moreover, actual financial

investment is still relatively insufficient, and “Four Haves”, “Five Inclusions”® are

(1 According to “Cultural Relics Protection Law” and implementing regulations, protection of immovable
cultural relics should be “Four Have” ; have the protection scope, have protection signs, have the log

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not doing well; the total amount of money is not enough and the efficiency is not
high ; the mutual fusion with related law and regulations (such as the “Travel Act”) is
still weak; heritage tourism development is slow and so on.

From the objective view of the effect of work of heritage course, the whole
situation is optimistic: country’s attention, society’s concern, the good team, which
make the overall situation of the development of the whole industry optimistic; the
trivial things are often “troubled”: This refers not only related negative news about
heritage, but also the bad use of heritage and the relative lack of sophisticated
management. This shows that the cultural heritage administrative agencies have a lot to
do in broadening management ideas and strengthening ties among cultural heritage and
people’s lives and in strengthening cultural heritage management, otherwise the “one
after another” little accidents will severely shake people’s good impression of the culture
Hentage course.

From the indicator system, we can find the gap between China and the Cultural
Heritage Powerful Country is mainly in four aspects: (1) protection, especially the
quality of protection; @)contribution to economic and social development is still not
comprehensive enough, strong; (3) forces participating in the protection forces fall
behind greatly; @gap in management. To fill these gaps, we need to integrate various
social forces to strengthen heritage protection and strive to improve management .
From the institutional point of view, we need to construct better institutions and more
powerful agencies at the lower levels.

From the academic point of view, this year’s Blue Book filled two blanks in
scholarship. The first is to give the definition of heritage tourism on the basis of the
2012 Blue Book, and summarize the problems and countermeasures for Chinese
heritage tourism development in the following three aspects: (Dto develop heritage
tourism need both “on track” and “put speed”, so it should not only follow the
principles of cultural relics, but also the law of the tourism industry; (2)the scale and
quality of heritage tourism in the tourism industry are inadequate, which do not match
a country with abundant cultural heritage resources; @institutions which carry on the
heritage tourism should be limited in spatial extent and scope of business activities;
Enternrises participating in heritage tourism business should be placed under a sound
mrancmse mechanism and supervision mechanism; for individuals who manage private

heritage resource businesses, we should introduce relevant regulations timely and give

necessary guidance and support. The second is to propose the concept of cultural
compensation , technical route and quantitative analysis based on case studies. First, it is
possible for large-scale cultural heritage protection to have a temporary negative impact
on regional development, according to the survey, so it is necessary to construct
cultural compensation mechanism which is similar to the ecological compensation
mechanism, through which the communities surrounding large-scale cultural heritage
sites can achieve comprehensive development; then we use a case study to answer three
core issues of cultural compensation; whom, how much, how : mainly compensate
those indigenous inhabitants within the sites (not including the floating population) ,
depending on local circumstances and residents’ wishes we could measure compensation
standard through “the number of matters” and “the number of people” two technical
route, in the compensation funds there must be an part to develop alternative industry
to provide enough posts for the indigenous inhabitants. Finally, for “how much”,
according to the following three steps to determine the specific values (Ddetermine the
steps of large-scale cultural heritage protection levy demolition compensation;
(@)determine compensation standards due to large-scale cultural heritage protection
“limit diging” and “limit farming” ; (3)determine compensation standards to develop

alternative industry for the indigenous inhabitants in the large-scale cultural heritage.
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
