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Abstract

The theme of my dissertation is “The Three Artist Gentlemen: Lv Shi—yi, Ye Hua—cheng and Xie Guan—
qgiao patronized by the Lin Family of Bangiao, Taiwan” and their positions in the Art history of the ink—color
painting and calligraphy of Taiwan.

It will be focussed on the study of their artistic backgrounds, creative powers, achievements, and their
educations with the travels and friends they have made. Special attention will be drawn upon their cultural
activities between Taiwan Strait, from mainland China to Bangiao, Taiwan, in temporal and spatial orders. With
the above chronology sketched, this dissertation will try to reconstruct the artistic developments of the Three
Artist Gentlemen with verbal and graphic evidences and put them into a historical perspective. It will illustrate
their contributions to the Taiwan art scene of the time as well as their influences on the Art of Taiwan in the years
to come.

My dissertation will be divided into the following six chapters and a conclusion with reexaminations,
reflections and evaluations.

Chapter One: Introduction with firstly a description of the theme, meaning and goal of this study,
clarifying and verifying the materials collected and selected with comments and evaluations; and secondly a brief
explanation of the aims of my research and the methodology adopted accordingly.

Chapter Two: “The Three Artist Gentlemen: Lv Shi—yi, Yie Hua—cheng and Xie Guan—qiao patronized
by the Lin Family of Banqiao” and the Early history of Taiwan Ink—color Painting and calligraphy. The title

“Three Artist Gentlemen” was originated and derived from the exhibition and the exhibition catalogue held and
published in 1926 during the Japanese Occupation.

The Early Taiwan Art History can be divided into the following four phases:

1. The Southern Ming dynasty and the period of Generalissimo Cheng.

. The Early Ching period.
3. The Later Ching period.

4. The Japanese Occupation period.

The Three Artist Gentlemen whose influences extended into the period of Japanese Occupation belong to the
third phase, the Later Ching period.

Chapter Three: A study of the Art life of Lv Shi—yi, including the characteristics of his art in general, his
education, his teachers and friends, his achievements in calligraphy, and above all, showing how he learned from

the past with renovations and innovations to create a style of his own.
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Chapter Four: A study of the Art life of Ye Hua—cheng, including the characteristics of his art, his
education, his teachers and friends, his achievements in ink—color painting and calligraphy, showing his unique
position in the Development of the history of Taiwan ink—color painting tradition.

Chapter Five: A study of the Art life of Xie Guan—gqiao, including his education, his teachers and friends,
his achievements in poetry, painting, calligraphy, and seal carving, showing how he learned from the tradition
with renovations and innovations to construct a style of his own, and examining the evolution of his artistic style:
the phase before his visit of Taiwan, the phase of his Taiwan period, and the phase after he left Taiwan.

Chapter Six: A study of the artistic achievements, positions and influences of the Three Artist Gentlemen
with a historical perspective. Offering a comparative observation on their merits and those of their fellow artists,
showing the interrelationship between them with similarities and differences.

Conclusion: The Artistic Merits of the Three Artist Gentlemen: Lv Shi—yi, Ye Hua—cheng and Xie
Guan—qiao and their contributions to the cultural exchanges between the art of mainland China and that of

Taiwan.
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
