According to the statistics of
UNESCO, Tao Te Ching is a cultural classic, which
was translated into foreign languages and had the
most circulations, except for Bible.

With
brilliant colors and different poses, Song Poems
could be comparable with Poetries of the Tang
Dynasty. Therefore, Poetries of the Tang Dynasty,
as well as Song Poems can be called superb works
of art by the descendants, which can stand for the
top of the native literature.
