4. With the focus on events of various educational institutions of Beijing, this yearbook also includes
the overall information on all kinds of educational departments of central government in Beijing and tries
to represent all aspects of Beijing educational undertakings.

5. The 2009 yearbook divided three systems of composition by education management, education teach-
ing and education service, classified into 22 columns of laws and regulations, research and report. Spe-
cial articles and on - the — spot reports, generality of Beijing education,comprehensive administration,
education supervision, preschool education, fundamental education, higher education, vocational and a-
dult education. private education, moral physical and art education, scientific research, teachers devel-
opment, envolling and testing. international exchange and cooperation, Olympic education, district and
county education, education organizations, units under municipal commission of education, statistics,
appendix, civil unions items in each category are in chronological sequence.

6. In the column of research and report, it includes investigation and report of Beijing educational un-
dertakings, and also working report on educational hot - points and announcement on education operat-
ing expenses in Beijing.

7. Special articles and on — the — spot reports disclosed deep thinking about certain educational phenome-
non of the leaders of management departments and official records for the education affairs of Beijing.

This part includes the articles of learning and practicing the scientific concept of development of leaders



of Beijing Municipality.Olympic education summary of Beijing Municipal Commission of Education.and
one on - the - spot of Fighting against earthquake and providing reliel to disaster - stricken areas(peo-
ple) in Beijing Education System.

8. Generality of Beijing Education is composed of Beijing education status. Beijing education chronicle.
9. The added appendix use the chart to state the basic education development of Beijing administrative
area, and easy for readers to identify .

10. There are lists of chiefl leaders of Beijing educational administrative sections at various levels All the
positions listed are based on situation within 2008 new appointment and dismissals are noted separately.
11. All the articles and items in this yearbook are provided by persons specially assigned by various ed-
ucational administrative sections and checked by their chief leaders. Planning department of Beijing Mu-
nicipal Commission ol education provides statistic materials of Beijing educational undertakings.

12. This yearbook takes in names of currency., RMB is written as Yuan and current names for others
are adopted.

13. The each annual data of statistics in this yearbook takes December 31st, 2008 as the statistical cali-
ber. other non — annual data uses statistical caliber adopted by the statistical or service departments as
the standard.

14. This yearbook states the situation from January 1st to December 31st of 2008 (Due to the real situa-
tion. parts ol contents may extend forward slightly) . so except for the introduction, the year of 2008 is

omitted and only the month and date are mentioned in the clauses.
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
