Da-Chien Chang——
The symbol of Oriental art

In Chinese painting, "Nature outside, and sourced in the Heart" is a very precise concept in
aesthetics. In the West, there is a saying of "Era, Environment, and Nature are the key elements
of artistic creation", which is also a persistent dedication in the field of artistic creation. Based
on the experiences and creation in Eastern and Western aesthetics, the cultural sensitivity of

an artist is exhibited through the depth in knowledge and accumulation of aesthetics.

Mr. Da-Chien Chang was a bright star in the international artistic field during the 20th century,
having a reputation of having only one such master in a period of 500 years. This seems
to point out his outstanding accomplishments in painting, with his reputation being well
deserved. The reason is because of how he implements the aesthetic concept, by having
a view of the times, historical views and a practical societal consciousness and sense. He
applied the method of the heart, which was outside of the 6 methods, by combining and
integration the visual form with the content and activated the vitality in traditional aesthetics
and organized the artistic symbols of the new generation. This approach skillfully expressed

his unique style.

The style of the trend in painting is like the leading styles of painting of the Southern and
Northern School. With the changes in the lifestyle of the 20th century, Da-Chien Chang
indulged in the restoration of the historical spirit. This applies in developing his style of
copying with depth (such as his assignments at Dunhuang), which peeled the layers of
cultural petals, probing the layers of historical petals, societal petals, lifestyle petals, and
religious petals that make up the splendid flower and the brilliant value in the cultural layer.

Subsequently, he discovered the convenience of technology development and understood
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the high quality of life provided by Western civilization, including the mutual support of
architecture, rivers, and soil and the fusion of natural objects with sentiments. How these
create the visual aesthetics of the living environment of human beings is presented with their
essence in his painting works. Together with his ability to bring forth the past to its modern
form, the essence of the "scholar" in Chinese art comes to live in his works, and a master of a

generation was born.

IN addition to purity of his skills, the artist also needs to inject his thoughts, emotions and
talents onto the aesthetics of the painting through the enrichment of his life's "knowledge".
In other words, the creation of Chinese painting and calligraphy by the intellectual must be
based on one’ s understanding of classics to vitalize his works, just as sun, air, and water are
key elements in the growth of a large tree. Da-Chien Chang was able to do so, being not just
a skillful technician. His studies and implementation of the techniques of ancient art works,
including the description of characteristics depicted in Buddhist paintings and studies on the
plain colorings are done at the same time when he was creating his works. By understanding
how the past masters thought, and by knowing them and himself, he was able to develop
the effort towards creating or re-creating. The practice of this artistic aesthetics gave him
the confidence based on his unique sensitivity to travel the world and visit much of Western
civilization after he developed his skills and capabilities in exhibiting traditional values of
Chinese culture. Using an artistic creation form that is almost technological, including
the expression of all types of trends in artistic thinking, he was able to use Eastern form as
foundation on top of the Western form to become a focal point. He was able to exhibit the

aesthetic thinking of "modernism" and "abstraction". The appearance of abstract paintings
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can be said to be elements of Chinese drawings and paintings in the works of Picasso, Matisse
and Miro. The success using abstract expressionism by Klein, Pollock, or Wu-Chi Chao may

have inspired the creative motivation of Da-Chien Chang.

There are many researches on the artistic accomplishments of Da-Chien Chang, which are
mostly focused on academic verification of the history and origins of the master. However,
regarding the contemporary aspects of his creativity, there is a limited amount of research.
The reason may lie in lyrical aspects of his life philosophy, which was able to take in all
sources, and his strokes being firmly implanted in the acceptance of Confucian thinking of
benevolence, acceptance, propriety and righteousness and his sense of sharing and aesthetics.
These are the sources of the passion and light of his artistic creations, extending the vitality of
aesthetics. Not only were his achievements outstanding in the creative works of paintings. He
was a giant in art history because he was able to surpass realism with his historical and societal
views. He became a symbol of Oriental art and a creator of global artistic engineering in the

20th century.

Chan Liu Art Museum will have an exhibition of the famous works of Da-Chien Chang,
including over 100 pieces of his paintings and calligraphies. These include paintings and
calligraphies of all sizes. What one truly appreciates is the tireless effort and devotion of
Curator Huang that allows us to enjoy and appreciate traditional brushwork, modern painting,
scholarly gathering, or flower exhibition posture. The warmth of human emotions rises during

this process.

Mr. Da-Chien Chang, a grand master of a generation, past away for over 30 years. He was well
celebrated worldwide in the art field, having an international reputation for over half a century.
During the last 30 years, the charms from his art work continue, reaching new highs in auction
prices. According to the statistics of Artprice of France in 2011, he became the artist whose
works sold for the highest prices. The annual transaction amount of USS$ 510 Million annually
exceeds Picasso and Andy Warhol to become the No. 1 ranked artist worldwide. One can see how

welcomed his art works are.

Mr. Da-Chien Chang's accomplishments in art are well known, receiving recognition internationally.
His accomplishments include the number of works done, the breadth of the contents chosen, the
depth of his skills, the height of level reached, and the boldness of his vision. These represent a
culmination of 5000 years of Chinese culture, which is most admirable. The content of landscapes,
human figures, flowers, animals, especially calligraphy, poetry, and the craft of making seals is of
extremely high standard. Also, he was highly praised for being generous, kind and righteous. He
had many interesting stories, being well traveled and making many friends, from civil and military
officials, foreign diplomats, national guests, entrepreneurs, to leaders in all fields. He loved to
travel, having visited the well known mountains and rivers, helping develop the breadth of his

capabilities.

This collection has art works from the different periods of the master's life, with a total of more
than 110 works. The collection included paintings from his early years where he learned from
the painting techniques and strokes of the past masters, such as Shi Tao, Shi Xi, Bada Shanren,
Qing Téng, Bai Yang, and the four extremely influential painters of Dong Yuan, Juran, Qiu Ying,
and Tang Yin. The collection also has the master’ s works from his middle years, where he
visited Dunhuang to absorb the essence of wall murals from the Sui and Tang Dynasties. Finally,
the collection also includes the master's works from his later years, where he used using ink and

color splashes of landscapes and lotus flowers using a semi-abstract approach and being able to
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easily depict landscapes, flowers, portraits as a grand master at will. His works, in terms of fine
brushwork, freehand, splashed ink or large and small works conform to the natural laws of physics,
physical state, and material conditions. With high level of conceptions, he was.able to innovate
and create states that are grand, vivid, refined, and subtle. Mr. Chang created numerous works,
and this exhibition can only present a small part of the depth and breadth of his works. However,

even a small portion is very valuable, and we hope that you can enjoy his works.

To let the public have a clearer glimpse of the inscribed seals of the masterpieces, the inscribed
capture of each piece of work is attached. We also present the frequently used seals of the master
from small to big to help with comparison. It is rumored that the master used over 3000 seals in
his lifetime, but most are already destroyed. This album lists over 640 seals that the master used,
including the earliest Da-Chien Seal, to the frequently used list of seals of Da-Chien after the year
Ji Chou, the Da Yeh Publishing Da-Chien Chang list of seals, list of seals given to National Palace
Museum by Da-Chien, Da-Chien Yin-Suo, plus the various seals given by Ru-De Yang that is made

by Chuang-Wei Wang. This is an unprecedented initiative.

In addition, this Album also collects over 40 pieces of the master's works, including the calligraphy
from each period, couplets, Zhongtang horizontal scroll, short books letter, articles inch strand
residues, and banquet recipes, etc to provide the reader more comprehensive reference

information.

Mr. Da-Chien Chang spent his life working on calligraphy and paintings and had an outstanding
contribution. His art accomplishments are well known by all. Chan Liu Art Museum has actively
promoted the art works of Mr. Da-Chien Chang for over 40 years and is honored to hold the
30th anniversary of his passing away exhibition. Therefore, we have produced carefully the art
collections along with chronology, inscribed, list of seals, etc,, to serve as reference and for wide

circulation.
