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Abstract

Hui Dong of Qing dynasty was a famous scholar and philoso-
pher who studied Confucian classics and Chinese characters. His
grandfather Hui Zhouti and his father Hui Shigi also studied these
subjects. All devoted to Confucian classics, the three generations
of Hui contributed greatly to the establishment of the School of
Wu,a branch of Confucian classics study existing during the Qing
dynasty. Hui Dong was the leading figure of this school.

This book begins with an exploration of the study of humani-
ties and the main current of the time that nurtured this master of
Confucian classics;then by delving into his works and alternating
between the concrete and the abstract, the book inspects his con-
tributions to the study of Shangshu, Shijin, Sanli, Chunqiu, Yi,
to history and geography,and to the study of Chinese characters.
After analysing his thoughts and philosophy on Confucian classics
and Chinese characters, the book sums up Hui Dong’s academic
and scientific thoughis while paying attention to his views toward
politics, life and society. Detailed abstracts can be found in each
chapter, which by themselves can serve as a pocket edition of the
book. The whole book attempts to analyse Hui Dong’s study of
Confucian classics and Chinese characters and his textual research
using a scientific methodology illustrated by the methods of vari-

ous disciplines.
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
