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SAMPLE 1

As is shown in graph one, population in US has been increas-
ing greatly since 1800. We can also conclude from it that from
1940 to 1990 population is rising up sharply, reaching peak at 250
million in 1990. And there was only not more than 5 million peo-
ple in 1800. While with contrast to the population increase, graph
2 gives us a startling description that the number of species ex-
tinction is going up_quickly, especially in 1900’ s, we can see clear-
ly effect of population increase on wildlife.
