Introduction

The world will experience histori-
cally great progress which means the global economy will enter a
golden age; science & technology innovation becomes active, glo-
balization will have been deepened and increasing urbanization
will transform societies. The global economic development pattern
and incumbent global order are under great transformation. There
will be great reversal in the modern interpretation of the positions
between the North and South, as the South surpasses the
North.
