Start a new writing class is not an easy job. The difficulty will be doubled ( F} X E )
if it is an English writing class for academic purposes. Viewing these problems, we
prefer to start our class with new concepts and words.

"Why should you do this?” impatient readers may ask.

A couple of reasons can be given. Association ( BX48 ) may stand out as the most
prominent one. Suppose you are given an “onion-peeling” ( ¥Z % ) concept plus
two more words “structure” and “thesis”, what picture can you form in your mind? A
quick and ready answer that we can expect is this: An onion has a structure. So does a
thesis ( FEHZEM, WLXIRMIL ) . This is a perfect answer. What is revealed by your
answer is that you set up a relationship between two seemingly irrelevant activities, peeling
an onion and organizing a thesis, by stringing discrete information together ( ®&{Z &,

HEEX) .

It is found that some students could write quite well if they were given a simple
problem to discuss. When they were engaged in dealing with a complicated issue,
as it is the case in academic writing, they did not know how to express their ideas
in a smooth way ( F#githFRIEARE ) .

f you like, you may say that innovation is the foundation of academic writing ( ¥4
FAREEZEE ) . The same is true for a writing class that is for academic purposes.
A major problem we have found in a new class of this type is this: Student writers tend
to be either puzzled or frustrated by new concepts and big words ( F#E:25 KiFiEF
HIPMEX, 502X ), which are an important part of a creative class, however. Is
there a solution to this dilemma? Association ( BX48 ) , we believe, is a possible solution.

As a learning strategy, association can sharpen your understanding of new things
by relating them to old things ( ¥EA—FhZ S5k, BAETT DUEEHA S IRIRAES,
REIEM S ) . Following this reasoning, we suggest that you go back to the list of new
concepts and words in the “Classroom Management” part ( IREZEHLRIE ) so that
real learning will take place in your reading of Chapter One of the Student Book: What
is the RD system?
