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Abstract

This paper uses late—developing rural communities as the object
and focuses on the research of their motive force at the same time. By
systematic investigation to their developing process, this paper reveals
the related internal motivation, external factors and the driving
mechanism which contains the interaction between the anterior two
parts to promote the community development together. Firstly, the
author summarizes and analyzes the domestic and foreign research
achievement and insufficiency on rural community development by
using the literature methodology, meanwhile together with on—the—spot
investigation, he finds out problems and defines the research object
and goal respectively. According to the types of community
development and its time order, all rural communities in China can be
classified into three categories that is early—developed,
late—developing and under—developing community by adopting the
typology analysis method. In this paper, only the late—developing rural
community is the research object and the author lays emphasis on its
characteristics and the significance of studying on the motive force of
late~developed rural community development. Based on this, through
the typical case selection and classic cases analysis method adoption,

the paper profoundly investigates the interaction process that each
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internal and external factor work during the community development,
analyzes its mechanism and tries to discuss the basic approaches to the
new rural construction in these rural communities.

Through the systematic analysis on the developing motive force of
Xi village, Ma village and Tai village as typical representatives of
late-developing rural communities, the author finds the potential
developing source of power is constitutive of farmers’interests
satisfaction and their initiative participation. Also rural elites and their
development innovation can stimulate and guide more farmers to
participate in their community development. The cooperation between
farmers will integrate all those dispersed farmers so that it can promote
the rural development at the same time. The simple and cohesion
village culture condense and strengthen each kind of power factor
which the countryside community development need. The changes of
social economic systems together with policy guidance and government
support play a very important role, lay a solid foundation and also
provide external condition for this development process. The
development power of late—developing rural community is an organic
dynamic system in which the relationship between its integrant parts is
interrelated, interactive and interinhibitive. The key point is how to
promote the communities ’ internal motivation and those external factors
influenced the whole development process to be integrated.

Through the analysis to development impetus mechanism of
late—developing rural community, the author believes the real
development needs internal-development and exterior intervention to
be integrated and coordinated with the background of new rural

construction. That is to say the improvement not only needs to cultivate
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and promote the local villagers’ demands and hopes and truly bring the
farmer as a main body into play, but also encourage community elites
to give full play to demonstration and drive so that mutual aid and
cooperation of the community can be formed. By sirengthening the
cultural construction, the cohesive force can fully exert its
understanding and enlightening, adjustment and guidance, conformity
and coordinated function in the rural community. Governments at all
levels should follow the scientific development concept with the core of
human-oriented, consider the local residents demand and the actual
situation of the target villages and participate in the practice of rural
community development equally and initiatively. Through the
institutional  induction, policy gunarantee, fund support and
mobilization and the conformity of community resources, government
put the exterior resources together with internal development power as a
whole to accelerate the development of late—developed rural community
in the end. Hence the rural community development is a comprehensive
synthesis process that under the local government’s support, the
residents and the community organizations modulates rural resources,
discover and solve problems, improve the environmental conditions
and the living standard of local people, create community
belongingness, strengthen the community participation, cultivate
co~operational and autonomy spirit and establish the new and

harmenious interpersonal relationship.
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
